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Summary

This study analyzes the trend of the middle class in Taiwan between 2004 and
2020 by using the Survey of Family Income and Expenditure, administrative tax
database, and labor insurance database. We follow the definition of middle class used
by Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), defined as their
earnings between 75% and 200% of the median income of the whole population. The
results of both survey and administrative data indicate that the share of middle class in
households or population remains stable during the period 2004—2020.

The Household Income and Expenditure Survey shows that the proportion of
middle class in households is between 54% and 56%, while administrative tax data
shows that the middle class accounts for between 29% and 32% of the total population.
After excluding individuals who earn less than the minimum wage or have less than 6
months of labor insurance coverage in the year, the percentage of middle class
population ranges from 49% to 52%. We also find that the share of total income
(disposable income) of the middle class grew from 60.08% (61.72%) to 66.63%
(67.47%), and the main income is labor income. As the percentile of income increases,
their share of labor income decreases while that of firm profits, dividends, interest
income, and others increases. Notice that the length of data in this study is much shorter
than one used by Pew Research Center, a 9% reduction in the middle class population
in the U.S. over a 45-year period (1971-2016). Thus, it is possible that the share of

middle class in Taiwan is on the track of a slower moving trend from 2004 to 2020.
