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Abstract

This paper sets up a CGE model for a perfectly competitive market,
based on the model of Devarajan, Lewis and Robinson (1991), and then sets
up a model for an imperfectly competitive market, with reference to the
methods of setting for scale economy in Hosoe, Gasawa and Hashimoto
(2004) and Abayasiri-Silva and Horridge (1998) and for pricing in Francois
(1998). The paper uses these two models to evaluate the impact of oil-price
rises on Taiwan’s macro-economy and industries.

The research results indicate that, when scale economy and imperfect
competition pricing method are taken into account together, the impact of
international oil-price rise is significantly higher than the evaluation result of a
traditional CGE model. However, when only imperfect competition is taken
into account and scale economy disregarded, the degree of impact differs
little from that of a traditional CGE model. In overall terms, the results of
estimations in this paper indicate that every 10% increase in the price of oll
will reduce real GDP by 0.016~0.019%. This is a more moderate level of
impact than was forecast in the foreign literature in the early phase of rising oil
process, which demonstrates that this wave of demand-pull oil-price rises will
have a less serious impact on Taiwan’s real GDP than had been expected.

B Rules Loosened for Foreign Interns in

Taiwan

In responding to a recent cross-
ministerial meeting of assisting enterprises
in recruiting personnel called by Chairperson
Hu Sheng-cheng of the Council for Eco-
nomic Planning and Development (CEPD),
the Ministry of Economic Affairs (MOEA)
promulgated the Guidelines for Application
by Enterprises and Juridical Persons for
Students to Come to Taiwan as Interns on
May 25, permitting enterprises and juridical
persons that meet certain conditions, corpo-
rate bodies under the MOEA, and the Euro-
pean, American, and Japanese chambers of
commerce to invite foreign students to serve

as interns in Taiwan.

According to the Guidelines, organiza-
tions that meet the following conditions are
eligible to apply for foreign students to come
to Taiwan for internships with exceptions,
however, for special cases that are approved
by the competent authority of the target in-

dustries:

1. Domestic and foreign-invested enterprises

that have annual revenues of at least
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NT$10 million in the most recent year, or
new domestic and foreign-invested enter-
prises that have a capitalization of at least

NT$5 million.

2. Taiwan branches of foreign companies
that have annual revenues of at least
NT$10 million, or Taiwan branches of
new foreign enterprises that have opera-

tional funds of at least NT$5 million.

3. Taiwan office procurement of at least
US$1 million, but no minimum procure-
ment requirement for financial service

businesses.

4. Free trade zone enterprises that are regu-
lated by Article 3, Subparagraph 2 of the
Act for Establishment and Management of

Free Trade Zones.

5. Corporate bodies under the MOEA that
have business funds of at least NT$5 mil-

lion in the most recent year.
6. Foreign chambers of commerce.

The Guidelines limits the candidates to
stay a maximum of six months. Those who
need to stay longer will be allowed to apply

for a single extension of the same length.
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The CEPD notes that the MOEA
promulgated the Guidelines for Application
by Sci-Tech Enterprises and Research Insti-
tutions for Foreign Students to Come to
Taiwan as Interns back on Oct. 20, 2003,
opening up foreign-student internships at
sci-tech and research organizations that meet
certain conditions. Foreign chambers of
commerce have suggested repeatedly in re-
cent years that the rules be expanded to en-
compass all enterprises (including those in
the financial, communications, and telecoms
service industries) so as to attract more key

service-industry personnel to Taiwan.

The CEPD points out that the MOEA
will serve as a single window to process ap-
plications for foreign students to come to
Taiwan to fill internship positions. The for-
eign chambers of commerce want the pro-
gram to include accounting and legal offices
as well; but since these offices are not or-
ganized as corporations or juridical persons,
it would not be appropriate for the MOEA to
handle their applications. The CEPD will ask
the Ministry of Justice and the Financial
Supervisory Commission to work out the
rules needed to further expand the scope of

internships for foreign students in Taiwan.
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Legislative Updates

B Export Processing Zone Statute Re-
vised to Make Land Use More Flexible

The competitiveness of Taiwan’s ex-
port processing zones will be strengthened
by a revision of the Statute for Establishment
and Management of Export Processing
Zones, which was passed by the Legislative
Yuan on May 5 and promulgated by the
President on May 30. The main points of the

revision are as follows:

1. As part of the program to encourage pri-
vate investment in infrastructure projects,
the revision allows the commissioning of
private enterprises to undertake the de-
velopment of land in export processing
zones. Previously, only the Export Proc-

essing Zone Administration could do this.

2. A new stipulation provides for the cancel-
lation of lease contracts and recovery of
leased land by the Administration or its
branches whenever the lease fee paid on
buildings constructed on formerly pri-
vately owned land within an EPZ is in ar-
rears for more than four months, and the
restrictions in Article 440 of the Civil
Code and Article 103, Paragraph 4 of the
Land Act will not apply.
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3. The Administration is given the right to
negotiate the purchase of idle privately-
owned land and buildings within the
zones so as to make use of EPZ lands and

structures more efficiently.

4. The central government agency in charge
of labor affairs may commission the EPZ
Administration or its branches to carry out
the granting of permits to recruit foreign-
ers to engage in “professional or techno-
logical work” within the zones under the
provisions of Article 46, Paragraph 1,
Subparagraph 1 of the Employment Ser-
vices Act. This will boost the efficiency of

processing applications.

5. The scope of tax exemption from import
tax, commodity tax, and business tax was
further relaxed. For example, animals and
plants for experimental purposes are ex-
empted, so as to meet the operational
needs of the biotechnology industries

within the EPZs.

6. Goods that are shipped from EPZs to
tax-liable areas for repair, commissioned
processing, or other non-sale purposes and
then, after being repaired or processed, are
shipped back into the EPZs within a set
time limit, are exempt from taxes and

from the payment of guarantee bonds.
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Goods that are shipped into tax-liable ar-
eas for purposes other than sale (for proc-
essing or other special purposes) may,
with the permission of the EPZ Admini-
stration or its branch, be exported directly
without being shipped back into the EPZ
first.

B Revision of Business Accounting Law

Requires Costing of Employee Bonuses

The following are the main points of a
revision of the Business Accounting Law,
which was passed by the Legislative Yuan on
April 28 and promulgated by the President
on May 24:

1. The maximum fine for violations of the
law by responsible persons of businesses,
accounting personnel, or personnel com-
missioned to carry out accounting on be-
half of others is raised from NT$150,000
to NT$600,000.

2. The provision prohibiting the listing of
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dividend and bonus payouts as expenses is
deleted. In the future, such payouts will be
listed as costs or losses, bringing Taiwan’s
financial reporting into line with interna-
tional norms.

The Commerce Department, Ministry
of Economic Affairs will revise the relevant
subsidiary acts, including the Regulation on
Business Entity Accounting Handling. For

B Pharmaceutical Act Revision Hikes
Fines for Illegal Advertising

On April 28, the Legislative Yuan
moved to put a stop to fraudulent pharma-
ceutical advertising by passing a revision of
the Pharmaceutical Affairs Act that increases
fines for such illegal activities. The revision
was promulgated by the President on May
17. The main points of the revision include

the following:

1. For approved advertisements that the
contents or methods of publishing or
broadcasting are found to pose a threat to
health or to create severe concerns about
posing such a threat, the agency originally
giving approval should order the pharma-

ceutical company to stop publishing or
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broadcasting those advertisements and to
make improvements within a set time
limit. If improvements fail to be made by
the set deadline, the advertisements will

be cancelled.

2. The fines for illegal advertising of phar-
maceuticals are heightened by a large
amount,
NT$10,000-NT$50,000 to NT$600,000-
NT$25 million. Further, the fines can be

from the original range of

levied continuously until the illegal adver-
tising is stopped. To strengthen the social
responsibility of broadcasters to their au-
dience, broadcasters are also asked to
keep the names, ID card numbers or busi-
ness registration numbers, and addresses

of the advertisers.

B Labor Insurance Act Revision Raises
Insured Age to 65

A revision of the Labor Insurance Act

that was approved by the Executive Yuan on

April 26 will extend the age for compulsory

labor insurance coverage from 60 to 65. The

revision, which was formulated in response

to the trend toward higher retirement ages,
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has been sent to the Legislative Yuan for de-

liberation.

The revision will also reduce the
minimum number of persons employed by
enterprises covered by the act, from the cur-
rent five employees to four. This change is
expected to benefit 50,000 enterprises and
more than 200,000 workers.

Other important points of the revision
include a reduction of the surcharge on late
premium payments from 0.2% to 0.1%, a
reduction of the maximum payment from
100% to 30% of the payable amount
(thereby lightening the burden on workers),
and a lengthening of the period allowed for
compensation applications from two years to

five.

B Government Allows Investment in

Low-level Semiconductor Packaging
and Testing, and Small-size Panel Pro-

duction in China

According to the announcements is-
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sued simultaneously by the Ministry of
Economic Affairs and Mainland Affairs
Council on April 27, investment by Taiwanese
companies in low-level semiconductor
packaging and testing operations as well as
production of small-size display panels in
mainland China will be opened up in order
to strengthen the competitiveness of the

Taiwanese enterprises.

Under the relaxed rules, Taiwanese
manufacturers will be allowed to invest in
wire bond chip packaging and electronic
testing, as well as in the production of dis-
play panels up to four inches in size (used
mainly in cell phones, PDAs, and digital

cameras) in the mainland.

B Executive Yuan Announces Expansion
of Mini Three Links

In view of the constantly growing

volume of travel between Taiwan and

mainland China, on April 25 Premier Su

Tseng-chang announced an expansion of the

“Mini Three Links” across the Taiwan Strait,

effective May 1. The liberalized rules allow
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people from Kinmen and Matsu who are
living in Taiwan, and their relatives, to travel
to mainland China from those two islands. A
new sea route, between Kinmen and Quan-

zhou, will also be opened up in June.

This is one of the most important liber-
alizations to be instituted since the govern-
ment first inaugurated the Mini Three Links
in January of 2001. It is expected to increase
direct travel from Kinmen and Matsu to the
mainland for business and related activities

by about one million people a year.

The new measures include the follow-
ing main points:

1. People from Kinmen and Matsu who now
reside in Taiwan, plus their spouses, lineal
relatives, and second-degree collateral

relatives and their spouses, along with

their children who have not reached the
age of maturity, can now travel freely
from Kinmen and Matsu to mainland

China without the need to organize a

group. The old measures limited direct

travel to the mainland to people who had
established residences in Kinmen or Ma-
tsu before Dec. 31, 2000, and their ac-
companying spouses. In addition, they

were allowed to travel only in groups.

2. The new Kinmen-Quanzhou route, which
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is being inaugurated in June, covers a dis-
tance of approximately 22 nautical miles
and takes around 65 minutes to travel. It
joins two existing routes, Kinmen-Xiaman
and Matsu-Fuzhou.

Statistics compiled by the Mainland
Affairs Council reveal that 619,364 people
traveled between Kinmen/Matsu and the
mainland using the Mini Three Links last
year, a growth of 80.8% over 2004. The
number of travelers in the first quarter of
2006 increased by 17.6% over the same pe-
riod of last year, to 78,000. For more related
information, please check this website:

B Easier Rules for Renminbi Exchange in
Kinmen and Matsu

To accommodate the expansion in
travel to mainland China via the Mini Three
Links, on May 12 the Central Bank of China
promulgated a revision of the Directions for
Governing the Purchase or Sell of Renminbi
Bills Conducted by Banking Enterprises
Located in Kinmen and Matsu. The main

points of the revision follow:

1. Additional exchange points: Financial
institutions can apply to set up Renminbi

exchange points at airports and docks.
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2. Simplified exchange procedures: People
who buy or sell Renminbi cash can do so
with only their entry and exit permit or
passport, duly stamped.

3. Entrustment of exchange procedures to
others: A person who wants to engage in
Renminbi exchange can commission his
or her travel agent or guide to carry out

the procedure.

B Health Insurance Opened to Spouses
and Children of Multinational Em-
ployees from Mainland China

On April 17, the Department of Health
(DOH) announced that mainland Chinese
employees of multinational enterprises who
come to Taiwan for reasons of “internal
transfer” under the “Regulations Governing
the Permission for Invitation of PRC Per-
sonnel by Multinational FTZ Enterprises
with a Certain Business Scale for Commer-
cial Activities in Taiwan” may, after being in
Taiwan for four months, participate in na-

tional health insurance.

The DOH explains that the spouses of
such mainland Chinese employees who ac-

company the employees to Taiwan, and their
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children who have not reached the age of 18,
are eligible as dependents for insurance cov-
erage after they have been on the island for
four months.

B Tax Procedures Further Simplified for
Free Trade Zone Goods

Under a recent decision by the Free
Trade Zone Coordinating Committee of the
Executive Yuan, taxed goods (including im-
ported goods on which duties have been paid
and non-bonded domestically produced
goods) that are shipped into FTZs and then
shipped back to tax-liable areas in their
original form within three years will be ex-
empt from customs duties. This will avoid
double taxation, and will simplify operating

procedures.

The Coordinating Committee also re-
solved that when goods are shipped from
FTZs into tax-liable areas, customs duties
should be levied on them according to the

regulations on imported goods. For goods
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that undergo processing or production in
FTZs, however, the value added in the FTZ
should be deducted before duties are levied.
This measure will encourage FTZ enter-
prises to build supply chains in connection
with domestic industries, and will boost the
willingness of entrepreneurs to move into

the zones.

Another resolution by the Coordinating
Committee was that goods, machinery, and
equipment shipped from tax-liable areas into
FTZs by FTZ enterprises for operational
purposes will be viewed the same as export
goods for which tax reductions, exemptions,
or rebates may be applied in accordance with

the relevant laws and regulations.

The related ministries and commissions
will, in the future, continue working to sim-
plify procedures for applications for monthly
reporting, annual inventory, and certification
by CPAs; to adjust harbor service fees; and
the exemption of non-manufacturing FTZ
enterprises from the need to obtain factory

registration.

B BERI: Taiwan’s Investment Risk is the
3rd Lowest in Asia

In its first investment environment risk
assessment of 2006, Business Environment
Risk Intelligence (BERI) of the United
States gives Taiwan a Profit Opportunity
Recommendation (POR) score of 72, rank-
ing the island the sixth best in the world.
This score was unchanged from BERI’s last
report of 2005; but Taiwan nevertheless
dropped one rung to the sixth place in the
global ranking, since Norway, which was
tied with Taiwan for the fifth place in the
previous report, picked up one score point to
outpace Taiwan. Of the 50 countries in-
cluded in the report, Taiwan ranked behind
only Switzerland, Singapore, Japan, Holland,

and Norway.

Taiwan’s investment environment con-
tinued to be given the highest ranking of 1A
in the most recent report, meaning that it is a
low-risk country suitable for investment.
BERI explains that while relations across the
Taiwan Strait are tense, both sides are
showing restraint and the armed threat from
mainland China is gradually diminishing.
BERI’s forecasts for one year and five years

in the future put Taiwan’s global ranking in
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the fifth place (see accompanying table).

Taiwan maintains its third-place rank-
ing among Asian countries, behind Singa-
pore and Japan but far ahead of mainland
China (in the 17th place), Malaysia (the
19th), South Korea (the 21st), Thailand (the
29th), the Philippines (the 36th), Vietnam
(the 39th), and Indonesia (the 47th).

B EIU: Taiwan’s Business Environment is
the 19th in the World, the 3rd in Asia

According to the latest Global Business
Environment Rankings published by the
Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU) of the
United Kingdom, Taiwan ranks the 19th
among the best places in the world to do
business in the period of 2006-2010. In Asia,
Taiwan ranks behind only Singapore (in the
4th place) and Hong Kong (the 11th), and far
ahead of Malaysia (in the 25th place), South
Korea (the 26th), Japan (the 28th), Thailand
(the 40th), mainland China (the 50th), the
Philippines (the 52nd), Indonesia (the 54th),
and India (the 58th).

The EIU explains that Denmark re-

mains first in the rankings because of its
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highly efficient market, highly flexible labor
market, successful tax system, complete in-
frastructure, and superior higher education.
The United States fell from its peak of the
fifth in the rankings to the eighth place in the
most recent report. Among emerging market
areas, East Asia was named as having the

greatest attraction for investment.

In its Global Business Environment
Rankings, the EIU grades 82 countries on 10
major categories, including macroeconomic
stability, market opportunities, policy toward
private enterprise, and policy toward foreign
investment.
