New Ministry Takes the Lead in Building Cultural Power

After President Ma Ying-jeou and Vice President Wu Den-yih of the
Republic of China took their oaths of office on May 20, the first new ministry
following government's reorganization—the Ministry of Culture (MOC)—was
established. The first Culture Minister is Lung Yingtai, who shoulders the
heavy burden of sending the roots of culture deep into Taiwan's soil while
carrying out innovation for the future. As she unveiled the ministry's name
plaque, Ms Lung said she was boldly ambitious of shifting culture from the
periphery to the core of central government administration, to initiate a new

era for cultural development in Taiwan.

The new MOC is based on the original blueprints of the Council for
Cultural Affairs, with additional units from the Government Information Office,
the Ministry of Education and the Research, Development and Evaluation
Commission. The MOC comprised of seven departments—General Planning,
Cultural Resources, Cultural and Creative Development, Audiovisual and
Music Industry Development, Humanities and Publications, Arts Development

and Cultural Exchange.

The new governmental agency has also assumed control over 19
subsidiary units, including the National Dr. Sun Yat-sen Memorial Hall, the
National Chiang Kai-shek Memorial Hall and the National Center for Traditional
Arts, and has undertaken the management of overseas culture centers in New

York, Paris and Tokyo.



In contrast to most government agencies, which adhere strictly to the
principles of discipline, the new agency under Lung Yingtai's leadership
emphasizes creativity, recollection, imagination and sentiment. For this reason,
the minister noted that she will face greater challenges in carrying out her
duties. Nevertheless, she hopes that the MOC will add to the nation's diversity
and professionalism by injecting the spirit of culture and creativity into the
areas of living esthetics, local culture formation, cultural dissemination and the
overall cultural industry. Ms Lung believes that such policies and measures will

help increase the diversity and depth of the nation's society and industries.

"We are the only free and open spot in the Chinese-speaking world that
has successfully preserved traditional Chinese culture," Ms Lung pointed out.
It is the island's national character, composed of social creativity, rich cultural
reserves, an open society and sophisticated citizens, which gave rise to the

nation's soft power.

The minister noted that the cultural and creative industries form an
important segment in the nation's overall industrial structure; hence cultural
elements should be incorporated into the nation's manufacturing capacities
whereas the cultural industry need to become more familiarized with business

concepts and operational strategies.

As to how cultural creativity can be integrated into a commercial industry,
Ms Lung cited the case of Xiang Yang, winner of the Best Lyricist title at the
23rd Golden Melody Awards. Xiang's Hokkienlanguage poetry belongs to
the category of pure literature, she explained, yet composers were able to
translate his poetry into songs and distribute them in the commercial market.
Xiang is one of the many successful examples of how cultural creativity can

complement a commercial industry, she added.
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Noting how entertainment and pop culture is a huge subgroup of
the cultural and creative industry, Ms Lung stated that, "behind every
entertainment program is a closely integrated production chain; moreover,
each program starts with a source of creativity that is able to combine the
possible with the impossible." The cultural and creative industry will also be
able to provide experts who can identify and tap into market opportunities, she

said.

Hence, the MOC would like to become a cross-field platform for
matchmaking culture and creativity with industry. As well as cultivating
talent and setting up mechanisms to enable culture to become a source of
nourishment for industry and provide an inexhaustible font of creativity, so as
to maintain the competitive advantage of the cultural and creative industry,
it will also aim to help cultural and creative enterprises open up markets and
position themselves globally. In light of the ministry's major objectives, Ms
Lung has exerted considerable effort in recruiting experts familiar with the
growth and development of industries, the formulation of governmental policies
and the scope of national law, so that the ministry will be most effective in its

support of the cultural and creative industry.

In regards to cross-strait exchanges in recent years, the minister
believes that the island's advantage lies with its soft powers whereas the
bulk of China's strength is made of hard power. Ms Lung hopes that within
three decades' time, China will become more concerned with human rights
and restructure its institutions to follow international equality standards after
witnessing our nation's humanitarian progress. Likewise, the government can
learn from China's successful economic policies and its ambitious international

endeavors, she noted.



Under the cross-strait Economic Cooperation Framework Agreement
(ECFA), the MOC will actively participate in future cross-strait talks on the
service industry and will promote implementation of the cross-strait IPR
agreement. Ms Lung also hopes to host a cross-strait cultural outlook forum
in the near future, in which representatives from both sides of the strait
can establish new policies concerning the issues of changes in population
structure, low fertility rates, depletion of natural resources and the effects of

globalization.

In terms of the MOC's outlook, the minister pointed out that culture is a
key aspect of national power. She also expressed her hopes on expanding the
nation's soft powers through the nativization, globalization, cloud application

and production value of cultural creativity.

In other words, these four concepts will translate into policies of:
engraining the nation's culture and fostering popular acceptance; propagating
the nation's culture in the international sphere as a mean of soft power and
influence; integrating the nation's culture with technology and disseminating
these elements via the digital cloud; and transforming cultural creativity into
products of commercial value. In following these four steps, the MOC aims
to create a complete production chain that can bring the nation's cultural

creativity to commercial fruition.

The MOC will first focus on the task of "nativization," in which Ms
Lung pilots the "Starry Night" project that will subsidize over 7,835 villages
around the island with cultural resources. Moreover, the ministry hopes to
soon establish a mechanism for retired teachers from the fields of fine arts

and music to give back to society by teaching their arts in these subsidized
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villages. Such measures will facilitate the development of micro-cultural
industries and encourage young talents to return to their hometowns,

according to Ms Lung.

Once firmly rooted in their native soil, a na-tion's culture and fine arts are
ready for international dissemination. Ms Lung noted that the nation's smaller
cities and towns have little opportunity for international exchanges because of
their lack of sister-city relationships. In the future, the ministry vows to aid local
counties establish individual platforms for international exchange so that the
island's indigenous cultures and homegrown artists can also enjoy the global
spotlight. In addition, the ministry plans to establish artist exchange programs
with foreign townships as part of its nativization and internationalization

policies.

To tap into the nation's cultural creativity, the Ministry will seek to bring
together creative artists and investors to transform creativity into products
with economic value. At the same time, it will further promote the "one source,
multi-use" concept for creativity. In the case of works of fiction, for example,
it will aim to help the writers turn their creations into comics, anime, movie
scripts, TV dramas or mini-series. The combination of mainstream and
unconventional products can not only boost the output of related industries but

also increase the commercial value of the original works.

Moreover, the application of cloud computing to the nation's cultural

creativity can foster mobileenabled art services and digital culture databanks.

The MOC will also be devoting a portion of its resources in helping the
literature and fine arts sector develop new business opportunities. Ms Lung
noted that the nation's population will consist of more than 3 million citizens

over the age of 65 by the year 2030. Now considered a new "golden decade"



in people's lives thanks to the advanced state of medical care today, the age
bracket of 65 to 75 with its immense spending power will become the major

market for the cultural and creative industry.

In regards to the ministry's long-term policies, Ms Lung explained that she
thinks in far longer terms than four years, the term of office for the president
and its administration. "The policies we propose today must be created with
this year's newborns in mind," she said. "We have to focus on what kind of
cultural environment we want them to enjoy when they are 18. We can't wait

until then to make the changes—we have to start now."

To revitalize the nation's cultural influence and soft power, the MOC
vowed to create an environment that nurtures creative energies, supports the
development of culture and the arts, injects cultural and artistic elements into
every level of society while encouraging the interdisciplinary integration of

cultural and creative industries.

Deregulation Progress

New green building rules coming in July

The Ministry of the Interior (MOI) has partially amended the provisions
in the "Green Building Standards" chapter of the "Architecture Technology
Rules" with the aim of dealing with climate change, reducing carbon dioxide
emissions, and enhancing the efficiency of resource utilization. Beginning on
July 1, the use of green interior materials in new buildings in Taiwan will have
to reach 45% of the total, and at least 10% of exterior construction materials

will have to be green.
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The MOI notes that the current amendment is aimed mainly at the
greening of construction sites, water conservation at construction sites,
rainwater harvesting and gray water reuse by buildings, and the use of green
building materials. It expands the scope of application and heightens review

baselines.

The new rules raise the minimum ratio of green materials used in interior
decoration from 30% to 45% and set the minimum ratio of green exterior
materials at 10%. This will lighten the environmental burden and improve
habitation health, while stimulating the development of Taiwan's green

construction materials industry.

In respect to the greening of construction sites, in the past the standards
applied only to schools that covered a relatively large area, high-rise buildings,
buildings on slopeland, and buildings with open space; now, with the exception
of individual farmhouses and buildings with a base area of less than 300
square meters, all public and private development projects will have to comply

with the rules before receiving a construction license.

In addition, in times past only schools and high-rises had to comply with
water conservation rules; in the future, all development projects with a base
area of more than 300 square meters, with the exception of farmhouses,
slopeland buildings, and buildings where the underground water level is less
than one meter will be required to comply with water conservation standards to
assure that the building base has adequate conservation, water collection, and

rainwater infiltration capacity.

The new rules also expand application in regard to the reuse of rainwater

and gray water. Originally, only buildings with a total floor area of 30,000



square meters or more were required to install the necessary equipment; now,
new buildings with a total floor area of 10,000 square meters will also have to

do so.

Revised GPA expands market opening, offers lucrative
opportunities to Taiwan

The World Trade Organization's (WTO's) Committee on Government
Procurement adopted a revised version of the Government Procurement
Agreement (GPA) on March 30, providing for greater market opening by the
United States, Japan, the European Union, and other member economies.
The WTO Secretariat estimates that this new opening will add US$80 billion
to US$100 billion in business opportunities, offering major benefits in global

market development by Taiwanese enterprises.

The Public Construction Commission (PCC) notes that once the new
version of the GPA comes into effect, the 42 signatories, including Taiwan, will
further open their domestic government procurement markets according to the

results of consultations.

The U.S., for instance, will further open the government procurement
markets of California, Arizona, and other states; Japan will open the
procurement markets of seven local governments including Saitama City;
and Taiwan is committed to opening the procurement market of the former
Kaohsiung County, which has now been incorporated into Kaohsiung City.
Before the revised GPA is implemented in Taiwan, however, it will have to

undergo the legislative and approval process.
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The revised GPA also includes amended provisions such as addition
of the publication of open tender announcements on the Internet, electronic
retrieval of bid documents, and electronic bidding procedures designed to

shorten the bidding period.

At the same time, the revised GPA strengthens conditions for excluding
companies from participating in procurement; in addition to the current
exclusion of economic operators who are bankrupt or who have made false

declarations to the contracting authority,

the revised agreement adds economic operators who have committed
major breaches of contract, engaged in criminal behavior, violated professional

practice, engaged in unethical behavior, or evaded taxes.

The Ministry of Economic Affairs points out that Taiwan's ICT industry has
strong international competitiveness, and that after GPA members open their
government procurement market further companies in that industry will have a
change to grasp huge business opportunities. The ministry is now mapping out
a project to help green building material, stationery, Internet, LED lighting, and
other companies capture a share of the overseas government procurement

market.

Taiwan became a signatory of the GPA in July of 2009, effecting a mutual
opening of the government procurement market with other signatories. In 2011
Taiwan awarded 2,435 projects with a total value of NT$378.7 billion using
GPA procedures.



Electronic voting promoted for shareholders' meetings

To boost the willingness of shareholders to participate in shareholders'
meetings, release them from restrictions of time and space, and allow them to
exercise their right to vote in multiple shareholders' meetings at the same time,
the Financial Supervisory Commission (FSC) has stipulated that shareholders'
meetings called by companies of a designated size must provide an electronic
voting mechanism. If the system performs well this year, e-voting will be made

compulsory across the board.

The FSC notes that in the past, shareholders were frequently unable
to attend a shareholder's meeting because different meetings were held on
the same day. To resolve this problem, Article 177- 1 of the Company Act
was amended and a provision added requiring companies that are listed on
the stock or over-the-counter market, capitalized at NT$10 billion or more,
and having 10,000 or more shareholders to provide electronic voting as one
method for shareholders to exercise their right to vote. This provision must be

described in the notification of shareholders' meetings.

A shareholder exercising his/her/its voting power or rescinding a
declaration of intent must do so two days prior to the shareholders' meeting. If
a shareholder attends a shareholders' meeting in person after casting his/her/
its electronic vote, the results of voting on original motions will be determined
by the electronic vote; the shareholder may, however, participate in voting on

extemporary motions.

If a shareholder both votes electronically and appoints a proxy to attend a
shareholders' meeting on his/her/its behalf, the vote by proxy will prevail. The

Taiwan Depository and Clearing Corp.,which provides the e-voting platform,
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notes that 133 companies are using compulsory e-voting this year; excluding
meetings for director/supervisor elections and revisions of company charters,
however, the number is reduced to 83 companies with a total of 12 million
shareholders. The platform which is operated by the Taiwan Depository and
Clearing Corp., can accommodate e-voting by 30 million persons in a single

day.

MOEA inaugurates export promotion project

To perk up exports as fast as possible, the Ministry of Economic Affairs
(MOEA) has launched the 2012 Dragon Year Export Project, under which it
will invest NT$3.16 billion in assisting diverse market expansion strategies in
industries with good market characteristics and potential. The funds will be
used for providing small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) with financing,

marketing and image-building support, to help them pursue global deployment.



The MOEA noted that the island's export growth has shown signs of strain
under the impact of the euro zone's financial crisis, and that in response it
has planned out the 2012 Dragon Year Export Project, which comprises of six
programs in SME assistance: "Expansion of Financing Support," "Inviting of
Buyers to Taiwan," "Organizing of Overseas Trade Show Missions," "Marketing
Through the Use of Internet Technology," "Strengthening of Taiwan's
International Image for Industrial Quality," and "Pursuit of International Bids."
The ministry explained that the 2012 Dragon Year Export Project is designed
for the short-term stimulation of exports, and that in the long term the nation
needs to strive to become a more open economy and strengthen its export
competitiveness by speeding up the process of upgrading and transforming its

industries.

Besides providing companies with NT$3 billion in new preferential export
financing, the project boosts the amount of preferential export insurance and
spending on credit investigation that the Export-Import Bank of the Republic of

China offers companies from NT$50 million to NT$150 million.

It also expands the scope of application for preferential treatment to help
companies grasp business opportunities. In addition, the MOEA will strengthen
its efforts to organize business matchmaking meetings with specific markets
such as the European Union, African and oil-producing countries, Muslim
countries and other emerging markets as so to help Taiwanese companies

establish contact buyers and pinpoint business opportunities worldwide.
