B New Law Boosts Cultural
and Creative Industries

On January 7 the Legislative Yuan
passed the Act for the Development of
Cultural and Creative Industries, which
provides tax credits, incentive measures,
and personnel training for related
industries. The aim of the new Act is to
promote creative and cultural industries
as the key focus of the next wave of
industrial development in Taiwan.

The Council for Cultural Affairs (CCA)
notes that the Act incorporates many
practices that break away from existing
concepts. It embodies, for example,
the concept of cultural and creative
value, therefore, future allocations in the
government budget will break through
the traditional practice of recognizing only
tangible assets in the capital account. In
the future, any spending on tangible or
intangible cultural and creative assets
with an economic utility that continues
for at least 2 years will be eligible for
inclusion in the government's capital
budget.

To help performers and performance
groups acquire places to practice and
perform, the new Act also breaks away
from existing restrictions on the use of
public property. In the future, any cultural

or creative enterprise that has been
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recognized by the authority in charge of
the target industry will be able to apply
to rent "real estate that is publicly owned
but not publicly used," and the relevant
real-estate management agency will be
able to rent out the venue directly without
being subject to restrictions on rental
terms imposed by other laws.

The Act also provides tax credits
designed to encourage companies to
become involved in cultural and creative
industries. So long as they meet the
following conditions, corporate donations
of up to NT$10 million or 10% of income
may be listed as annual expenses or
losses without being subject to relevant
Income Tax Act restrictions: they are
corporate purchases of products or
services created by domestic cultural or
creative enterprises, and are donated
through schools, agencies, or groups
to students or disadvantaged groups;
are used to sponsor cultural or creative
activities in remote areas; or are donated
to cultural or creative enterprises for the
establishment of incubation centers, or
for other purposes approved by the CCA.
A company may also seek a tax reduction
or exemption, under the provisions of
tax law or other laws and regulations,
for investments in cultural and creative
R&D or personnel training designed to



enhance the company's overall technical
capability or personnel quality.

To assist with the development
of cultural and creative industries, a
certain amount will be allocated from
the National Development Fund to help
finance start-ups. The government will,
in addition, donate to the establishment
of a "Creative and Cultural Industries
Development Research Institute" to
provide support for the industries and
help propel their progress.

The Cultural and Creative Industries
Act authorizes the competent central
government authority to institute price
subsidies to encourage cultural and
creative enterprises to offer their original
products and services at preferential
prices so as to invigorate the industries
by stimulating cultural consumption and
expanding the artistic population. At the
same time, a budget is to be allocated to
subsidize student appreciation of art and
cultural exhibitions and performances,
or the issuance of cultural experience
vouchers.

The new Act also establishes a legal
basis for the use of "orphaned works" so
as to provide a channel for the legal use
of copyright works and stimulate their
utilization together with the development
of cultural and creative industries in
Taiwan. If a user in the cultural and

creative industries cannot obtain

authorization for use of a work because
the copyright owner or the copyright
owner's location is unknown, the user
may explain the situation to the Taiwan
Intellectual Property Office (TIPO) and,
following verification by TIPO and the
granting of authorization, plus the deposit
of a usage fee, may use the work within
the scope of the authorization.

B Restrictions Loosened
for Category Ill Chinese
Travelers in Taiwan

The number of mainland Chinese
tourists visiting Taiwan continues to
grow, approaching 700,000 in 2009 and
generating foreign-exchange receipts
of NT$35 billion. To keep this upward
trend going, the Ministry of the Interior
(MOI) and Ministry of Transportation
and Communications (MOTC) have
jointly promulgated a revision of the
"Regulations Governing the Approval
of People of the Mainland Area Visiting
Taiwan for the Purpose of Tourism" to
relax restrictions on travel to Taiwan by
mainland Chinese who reside abroad
(Category Il Mainland Chinese).

The MOI's National Immigration
Agency notes that in the past, Category
[l mainland Chinese had to have worked
in their place of residence for at least 4

years before coming to Taiwan for tourism
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purposes; under the new rules, the time
requirement has been cut to just 1 year.
Application procedures have also been
simplified, with the new rules adopting a
twin-track approach in which either the
applicant or an agent can submit the
application. In addition to commissioning
a Taiwanese travel agency to submit their
entry applications, Category Il mainland
Chinese applicants can now directly
submit their documents to an overseas
office of the Taiwan government. After
making a preliminary examination of
the application, the overseas office will
transfer it to the National Immigration
Agency for final approval and issuance of
the permit.

————
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In consideration of the fact that
no incidence of overstaying or
disappearance has occurred since travel
to Taiwan was opened to Category
IIl mainland Chinese, and since after
adoption of the twin-track approach
Category Il Chinese who apply directly
to travel to Taiwan are not required to
put up a guarantee bond, the MOI and
other concerned agencies have decided
that should a Category Ill traveler
overstay or disappear in Taiwan in the
future, the handling travel agency will no
longer have NT$100,000 taken from its
guarantee bond.

In another liberalization under the

new rules, mainland Chinese who reside

in Hong Kong or Macau but have not
acquired the right of permanent residency
there, or who for some other reason
are unable to produce a travel pass
or passport, are now allowed to enter
Taiwan using travel documents issued by
Hong Kong or Macau.

The emergency requests for mainland
Chinese officials and the family members
of travelers who have suffered accidental
injury or death, or who otherwise need
emergency care, to enter Taiwan have
increased as the numbers of mainland
tourists visiting the island have grown.
The National Immigration Agency will no
longer handle these requests on a case-
by-case basis but will set up normalized
conditions and procedures for the general
handling of such cases. This will shorten
the time needed to process and issue

permits.

B Authorized Economic
Operators Offered Customs
Facilitation

To give a further boost to the speed
at which Taiwan's export goods move
through the international sphere and
reinforce the island's linkage with global
supply chains, the Ministry of Finance
(MOF) has announced changes to
the Authorized Economic Operator
(AEQ) certification system that will be
implemented in two stages. The first
stage will be directed at importers and
exporters; in the second stage, the
system will be expanded to include all
operators in the supply chain.

The MOF notes that all of Taiwan's
main trading partners, such as the
European Union, the United States, and
Singapore, have implemented the World
Customs Organization's (WCO's) SAFE

News Glossary

Category Ill mainland Chinese: To facilitate management
of the entry and exit of mainland Chinese, those mainland
Chinese who are studying abroad, who reside in a foreign
country and have acquired permanent residency there,
or who have resided abroad for at least 1 year and have
obtained work permits, and their spouses and direct lineal
relatives who are living with them overseas, are classified as
Category Illl mainland Chinese.
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Framework of Standards and, through
mutual authentication, accord AEO status
to companies that meet supply-chain
security standards. Those companies
then enjoy the privilege of simplified,
rapid customs clearance.

The MOF further indicates that
to bring the security qualification
accreditation of Taiwanese enterprises
closer to that of other countries and
ease the implementation of mutual
accreditation in the future, the current
changes divide AEOs into 2 categories:
General AEOs, and Security Accredited
AEOs. "General AEOs"
companies that currently have that

are the

status, while "Security Accredited AEOs"

will have to meet the standards of the

WCO SAFE Framework. The qualifying

conditions of the 2 categories are as

follows:

1.General AEOs:
"Excellent Export/Import Company"

Must have an

certification mark or "Excellent Trade
Performance" card issued by the
Ministry of Economic Affairs, or have
been established for at least 3 years
with average annual exports of at least
US$14 million for the most recent 3
years; must have no tax or penalty
arrears; and must have completed
the computerization of import/export
procedures and financial monitoring;

and must have online reporting with

Customs.

2. Security Accredited AEOs: In addition
to the qualifications of General AEOs,
must prove debt-servicing capability
and have no record of violations in
the most recent three years; must
also conform to relevant regulations
governing security investigation and
verification standards.

In addition to the privileges granted
by Customs to General AEOs, Security
Accredited AEOs will also enjoy the
minimum inspection ratio for import
and export goods. If their export goods
are selected for random inspection, an
exemption of inspection will be given;
otherwise, priority inspection will be
granted. And if their import goods are
selected for random inspection, summary
examination rules will be applied and
priority inspection will be afforded.
Customs has also set up a "Single
Window for the Disposition of Unreleased
Goods" to provide enquiry services and
help resolve customs-clearance problems
for Security Accredited AEOs.

The period of validity for General
AEOs is 1 year, and those that possessed
AEO status prior to the change of rules
will be treated as having that status until
the original period of validity expires. The
validity period for Security Accredited
AEOs is 3 years, and an application for
renewed accreditation may be submitted,



together with required documentation, 3

months prior to expiration of the validity.

The "Tonnage tax regime" provision
of the Income Tax Law, as recently
approved by the Executive Yuan, allows
the taxation of marine transport income

to be switched to a tonnage tax. Once

the new system is implemented, it will
be highly beneficial to large shippers
and is thus expected to prompt ships to
return to Taiwan registry as well as to
stimulate development of the domestic
maintenance and other peripheral
industries.

The Ministry of Finance (MOF)
indicates that the present method of

taxing marine transport income is based

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on a shipping company's actual operating
income. Neighboring countries such as
Japan and Korea, however, use "derived
profit" in calculating income from marine
shipping as a means of encouraging
international shipping firms to invest and
set up companies in those countries.
Taiwan's new rules will strengthen the
competitiveness of its own shipping
industry by allowing shippers to choose
between a tonnage tax or profit-seeking
enterprise income tax when calculating
income from marine shipping.

The draft bill on tonnage tax that has
been sent to the Legislative Yuan for
deliberation divides derived profit into
four brackets based on the net tonnage.
For ships with a net tonnage of 1,000
tons or less, derived profit will be set at
NT$57 per 100 tons per day; for ships
with net weights of 1,001 to 10,000 tons,
daily derived profit per 100 tons will be
NT$42; for ships having net weights of
10,000 to 25,000 tons, the derived profit
will be NT$27 per 100 tons per day;
and for ships over 25,000 tons, it will be
NT$12.

In regard to the applicability of the
tonnage tax, the MOF and the Ministry
of Transportation and Communications
(MOTC) are discussing the setting of a
ratio of the tonnage of Taiwan-registered

ships owned by a shipping company to
the total tonnage of all ships under the
company's ownership as the threshold
of applicability. Related regulations are
being negotiated by the two ministries.
Shipping companies that qualify will
be able to choose between the profit-
seeking enterprise income tax or the
tonnage tax; once the choice is made,
however, it will be binding for 10 years.
Further, shipping firms that choose to
enter the tonnage tax regime will not be
eligible to apply offsetting between profits
and losses or other tax incentives.

The MOTC points out that adoption
of the tonnage tax will help enhance
the competitiveness of Taiwan's marine
shipping industry and encourage ship
owners to bring their vessels back and
register them in Taiwan. It will also create
job opportunities and boost incomes in
related industries.

B Kaohsiung Inaugurates
Exclusive Yacht-launching
Dock

Taiwan's first dock exclusively for the
launching of yachts was completed in the
Xiaogang District of Kaohsiung City at
the end of 2009. By launching more than



120 yachts a year for trial runs, the new
dock will lighten the cost burden for yacht
builders and stimulate the development
of peripheral industries. It also marks a
milestone in the government's promotion
of marine tourism.

The Ministry of Economic Affairs
(MOEA) says that Taiwan's yacht
industry is rich in unique advantages and
development potential. In 2008 the island
exported 247 yachts with a total value
of US$334 million, making it the biggest
yacht manufacturer in Asia and 5th in the
world. More than half of the 30-plus yacht
makers on the island are located in the
Kaohsiung area, and these companies
account for 65% of the total production
value of Taiwan-made yachts

The construction of the new yacht-
launching dock was promoted by the
Council for Economic Planning and
Development, Ministry of Transportation
and Communications, MOEA, and
Kaohsiung City Government as a means
of stimulating the development of a yacht
industry cluster. The MOEA allocated a
budget of about US$6.3 million to finance
the project.

The MOEA notes that in the
past Taiwan did not have a very
comprehensive infrastructure for the

yacht industry. When a yacht was ready

for a trial run in the sea, it had to be
towed to a harbor and lifted into the
water by a large crane at a cost of about
US$6,000 to US$9,000 per launch.
This constituted a heavy burden for
yacht builders; in addition, yachts had to
contend with fishing boats for docking
space. The new yacht dock, which can
launch boats up to 150 feet long and
weighing up to 300 metric tons, will
alleviate these problems.

Along with the inauguration of the
new yacht dock, the Kaohsiung City
Government has also planned out
designated yacht transport routes
and removed electric lines from them
to reduce the risk of damage during
transport. The MOEA has turned
management of the dock over to
Kaohsiung City, and in a year it will be
tendered for lease and operation by the
yacht industry association or a yacht
enterprise.

The Kaohsiung City Government
intends to develop part of the Nanxing
Project area as a yacht zone. Numerous
yacht builders have expressed a desire
to move into the zone, which is projected
to attract US$156.3 million in investment,
achieve an annual production value of
US$300 million, and generate more than
5,000 jobs.
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B Duty-Free Shops Included in
Self-management Rules

A revision of the Regulations
Governing the Self-management
of Container Terminals, Bonded
Warehouses, Logistics Centers and
Businesses Designated by Customs
expands the scope of self-management
to encompass duty-free shops, clarifies
requirements for businesses employing
self-management, and adjusts certain
rules to simplify the Regulations and
make them easier to follow.

The revision was formulated by the
Ministry of Finance, which points out that
in the future, Customs will turn over the
management of duty-free shops, urban
pre-sales duty-free shops, and bonded
warehouses used for goods distribution,
as well as monitoring of the movement
of goods among the three, to the
businesses involved. This will allow the
businesses more flexibility in operational
deployment and will reduce the need
to station Customs manpower in those
facilities.

The revised Regulations also stipulate
the conditions required for autonomous
management more clearly. Qualified
businesses will have to install computers
and linked up with Customs, so that
they can use electronic processing to

handle customs clearance, accounts, and
goods monitoring. Their access control
must also be handled electronically, and
they must provide for online checking
by Customs (the bonded warehouses of
bonded factories, however, are exempt
from this requirement). The businesses
will also be required to have complete
monitoring procedures for entering
goods into and removing them from
warehouses, for their storage location,
and for changes that are effected.

Businesses will be required to have
two personnel charged exclusively with
handling self-management operations.
Those employees will have to be
certified through professional training
offered either by Customs or by a private
institution approved by Customs.

Under the original Regulations, self-
governing businesses were required
to have operated for three continuous
years with no record of smuggling or
serious loss by theft, with exceptions
for newly established self-use bonded
warehouses or logistics centers, and
warehousing businesses established for
less than 3 years in the controlled areas
of harbors or airports, export processing
zones, agricultural technology parks,
or science parks. With duty-free shops

encompassed in the revised Regulations,



the exceptions are expanded to include
newly established duty-free shops and
bonded warehouses used exclusively for
the storage of duty-free goods.

B NCC Moves to Reduce
Number of Cellular Stations

The National Communications
Commission (NCC) recently carried out a
revision of relevant laws and regulations
to reduce the number of mobile cellular
base station antennae and alleviate their
visual impact via an annual heightening
of the co-construction ratio so that by
2013, co-constructed base stations will
account for 20% of the total number.

The NCC notes that with the rise of
health and environmental consciousness
among the public in recent years,
concerns have arisen about ionizing
radiation from cellular phones and base
stations. To address those concerns, the
NCC revised the Rules Governing Third
Generation Mobile Telecommunications
Businesses to increase the ratio of co-
constructed base stations from the
present 10% in 4 annual increments:
14% in 2010, 16% in 2011, 18% in 2012,
and finally to 20% in 2013.

The NCC further points out that since
the construction of second-generation
(2G) base stations has been completed,

it would be relatively difficult to ask
2G businesses to consolidate their
stations. The revised rules, therefore,
require businesses to heighten the co-
construction ratio for only 3G cell phone
and WiMAX stations.

WiMAX operators already face co-
construction requirements. The original
Regulations on Wireless Broadband
Access Services required operators to
achieve a base-station co-construction
ratio of 5% within 1 year after receiving
their licenses, rising in annual increments
to 14% 4 years after. But Taiwan has only
one WIMAX operator at present; and so,
in consideration of the rationality and
feasibility of the co-construction policy,
the NCC also revised the Regulations
on Wireless Broadband Access Services
so that the co-construction timetable
applies only when there are two or more
operators of the same type in the same
business district.

B Taiwan-Israel Tax Agreement
to Boost Bilateral Relations

To reinforce bilateral investment,
trade, and financial relations, and
strengthen cooperation in tax matters
between the two countries, the
Taiwanese and Israeli economic and

cultural offices have signed a tax
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agreement that became effective on

January 1 this year.

The Ministry of Finance (MOF)
indicates that the new agreement
represents a milestone in the progress
of bilateral economic relations between
Taiwan and Israel. In the future, the
two countries will adopt the "foreign tax
credit" method to avoid double taxation.

The agreement contains the following
benefits for individuals and corporations:
1. Business profit: To address the issue

of taxation rights, the agreement
stipulates that if a corporation does
not have a permanent establishment
within the territory of the other country,
its business profit will be taxed by its
home country; if a corporation does
have a permanent establishment doing
business in the other country, the
country in which it is located will levy
taxes on the income of its permanent
establishment there.

2. Profit on sea and air transportation:
The two countries provide a mutual
exemption from income tax on profit
derived from international air and sea
transportation.

3. Interest income: Taiwan's Income Tax
Act stipulates that an income tax of
15% or 20%, depending on category,
will be levied on interest income

earned by non-resident individuals
and profit-seeking enterprises that
have no fixed place of business in
Taiwan. Under the new Taiwan-Israel
tax agreement, however, the tax on
interest income levied by the country
where the income is earned may not
exceed 10% of the total amount of the
interest. Interest earned by banks from
the extension of loans will be taxed at
a rate not greater than 7% of the total
amount of interest. This provision will
help to revitalize the flow of capital
between the two countries and lessen
the tax cost for banks that make
transnational loans.

4. Stock dividend and royalty income:
Under the agreement, the tax levied
by the country in which such income
is earned may not exceed 10% of the
total amount of the dividends or royalty
payments—just half the rate stipulated
by Taiwan's current tax regulations.
This will facilitate investment and the
flow of technology between the two
countries.

The MOF reports that Taiwan has
signed similar tax agreements with
16 other countries, including Vietnam
and Singapore, making Israel the 17th
country to have such a general income

tax agreement with Taiwan.



B Taiwan Advances 8 Places
on Economic Freedom Index

Taiwan is up eight places in the "2010
Index of Economic Freedom," compiled
by the Heritage Foundation (a United
States think tank) and the Wall Street
Journal, moving up the list to 27th place
among the 183 economies covered in
the survey, compared with 35th place last
year.

Of the 10 items that comprise
the index, Taiwan scored highest
in "Government Spending," "Trade

Freedom," and "Business Freedom,"
followed by "Monetary Freedom," "Fiscal
Freedom," "Property Rights," and
"Investment Freedom." Weakest scores
were in "Freedom from Corruption" and
"Labor Freedom." Taiwan scored better
than the global average in all items
except "Labor Freedom."

Comparing 2010 with 2009, Taiwan
made the biggest improvement in
"Business Freedom," and this was the
main reason for the island's advancement
in the overall global index. The Heritage
Foundation points out that its "Business
Freedom" score is compiled using
three items in the World Bank's "Doing
Business" report: "Starting a Business,"
"Dealing with Construction Permits," and
"Closing a Business."

In 2008 the Council for Economic

Planning and Development (CEPD)
carried out a study of the "Doing
Business" report and called other
concerned ministries and commissions
together to discuss instituting a
mechanism for improving Taiwan's
ratings, with priority attention given to the
"Starting a Business" item. The CEPD's
suggestions for improvement included
revision of the Company Act to eliminate
minimum capital requirement for starting
a business, abolishing the unified
certification system for profit-seeking
enterprises, simplification of procedures
for new companies to join labor and
health insurance and abolishing of
delivery requirement for labor insurance
cards, and shortening the time for the
review of work rules.

The resulting revision of the Company
Act was promulgated in April of 2009.
The minimum capital requirement was
abolished and substantial improvements
were made in the procedures, time,
and cost of starting a business.
These changes were reflected in the
"Doing Business 2010" report, which
was published by the World Bank in
September that year; in that report
Taiwan's ranking climbed 15 places, from
61st to 46th. The improvements were
also reflected in the "Business Freedom"
item of the "2010 Index of Economic
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Freedom," as well as in other major
rankings of international competitiveness
such as the International Institute of
Management Development's (IMD's)
"World Competitiveness Yearbook" and
the World Economic Forum's (WEF's)
"Global Competitiveness Report".

The CEPD emphasizes that
the government uses international
competitiveness ratings as a reference

in examining whether policies are proper

or improper, and as a motivation for
constant reform work. In the future, the
government will focus on items in which
Taiwan is relatively weak— "Investment
Freedom", "Financial Freedom",
"Freedom from Corruption”, and "Labor
Freedom" —as targets for priority review
and reform in the ongoing effort to bolster
the island's momentum for economic

development.
