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Summary

In recent years, global regulators are intensively efforts to get a balance
status between the communication operator and the fast changing market,
as well as the technological development and the policy condition.

B Promoting Clean and Efficient Governance, Establishing a
Government of Integrity

In the interest of establishing a clean government and an honest society, the
Ministry of Justice (MOJ) implemented a National Integrity Building Action Plan this
year with the aim of bringing together the strength of the government, corporate
sector, non-profit organizations, and the entire populace to mount an assault on
corruption with the help of international cooperation.

Minister of Justice Wang Ching-feng stressed that integrity and efficiency are
basic conditions that determine whether a country will be able to flourish and develop
continuously. Government exists for the people; it should take care of its people,
therefore, and satisfy their needs. Those civil servants should be clean and honest
follows naturally.

Implementing Rules of Ethics for Civil Servants

Ms Wang pointed out that the MOJ implemented the Integrity and Ethics Directions
for Civil Servants on August 1, 2008, has set out clear rules for the attitude that civil
servants should adopt when they receive invitations to banquets, are offered presents,
or are asked to do favors. For example: A civil servant may not ask for or accept gifts 1=
or banquet invitations from persons having an interest in the duties of the civil servant, b
unless such action is a matter of civil etiquette; bonus, relief assistance, or consolation #;

from superiors; or involves a gift that has a market value of not more than NT$500 and &

does not affect specific rights or obligations. If a civil servant accepted a gift, he or she
must register the matter with a government ethics unit in order to avoid unnecessary
consequences.
Implementing Sunshine Laws

To bring greater transparency to government operations, the government is
promoting the implementation of sunshine laws. It has, for instance, revised the
Political Donations Act to reinforce the mechanism for investigation, return, and
checking of political contributions; revised the Act on Property Declaration by Public
Servants to expand the scope of persons with an obligation to report; revised the Act
on Recusal of Public Servants Due to Conflicts of Interest to make the rules more
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comprehensive; and added provisions to the "penalties for unaccounted-for assets"
in corruption crime to require those suspected of corruption to explain the sources of

abnormal increase in wealth.

Sentencing Recommendation Guideline for IP
Protection Coming in 2010

Another key task of the Ministry of Justice (MOJ) is reinforcement
of the investigation of intellectual property rights (IPR) infringement.
Minister of Justice Wang Ching-feng noted that Taiwan has made
substantial achievements in the enforcement of IPR in recent years,
and that these achievements have been widely recognized by the
international community. This year (2009), as a result, Taiwan was
removed from the U.S. 301 Watch List.

Besides constantly asking prosecutors to strengthen the investigation
of IPR cases, in 2007 the MOJ began formulating sentencing
recommendation standards and developing a formula for sentencing
recommendation directed at IPR criminals, with clear and concrete
penalty measurement factors and penalty brackets. In the future,
when prosecutors are handling cases of IPR crime, all they will have
to do is select the penalty measurement factors relevant to the case
to derive the appropriate penalty, which they can then ask the court
to impose. "The MOJ has already planned IPR Prosecutors Office
and the Shilin, Taichung, Hsinchu, and Tainan District Prosecutors
Offices to start trial operation of the new system in January 2010,"
Ms Wang commented. "After a certain result has been achieved
and adjustments made, the system will be gradually extended to

prosecutors offices at different levels all over Taiwan."
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In addition to the public sector, Wang feels, corporate corruption is also a serious
problem, with each incident resulting in losses running into the billions and even
tens of billions of NT dollars. The influence of this corruption extends to employees,
investors, and creditors; it has an inestimable impact on the families of those involved
and on society as a whole, with consequences that must be borne by the nation"s
taxpayers. The Financial Restructuring Fund alone has put out NT$200 billion to cover
such consequences.

Because of this, Ms Wang emphasized that the "fight corruption, forbid corruption”
dualistic mode of thinking is not enough. She felt that the concept of a clean-
government system must start out with prevention, and that the concept must be
internalized by the government, the corporate sector, and the public at large as a basic
value through such means as educational guidance and encouragement. At the same
time as it sets standards for civil servant ethics, the clean-government movement
must also stress the reinforcement of corporate governance and corporate ethics, and
promote corporate social responsibility, with the Financial Supervisory Commission
and the Ministry of Economic Affairs promoting corporate integrity and the prevention
of corruption while helping corporations to establish ethical standards and internal

control mechanisms.

B Gov't To Set Concrete Targets for Regulatory Reform

While receiving recommendations on behalf of the government at the recent
presentation of the European Chamber of Commerce Taipei"s (ECCT"s) "2009-2010
Position Papers," Tsai Hsung-hsiung, minister of the Council for Economic Planning
and Development (CEPD), pointed out that despite the financial turmoil that put
Taiwan in such a difficult situation during the past year, there are still some good
tidings to report about the island"s business environment. One of the good news is
Taiwan"s 15-place advancement in the World Bank"s Doing Business 2010 ranking;
the other is that Taiwan has ranked 12th in the World Economic Forum"s "Global
Competitiveness Report 2009-2010", it's Taiwan's best ranking in 4 years. These
achievements show that Taiwan"s efforts to improve are being recognized by the
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international community.

The ECCT constantly watches the results of government administration from
the viewpoint of foreign companies. This year"s Position Papers recognize that
numerous measures adopted by the government over the past year are heading in
the right direction, such as the joining of the World Trade Organization"s Government
Procurement Agreement (GPA), the constant improvement of economic and political
relations across the Taiwan Strait, the relaxation of laws governing the financial
market, and the enactment of the "Act for Renewable Energy Development."Mr. Tsai
noted that the government studies the suggestions put forth by the business sector
carefully and uses them as a reference in the implementation of policy. To improve
the overall business environment, the government uses the World Bank’ s survey
results as a basis for self-diagnosis in seeking out the strengths and weaknesses of

Taiwan’ s doing business environment and pinpointing areas for improvement.

1. The "Renewable Energy Development Act" was enacted,
authorizing the government to enhance incentives for the
development of renewable energy via a variety of methods,
including the acquisition mechanism, incentives for demonstration
projects, and the loosening of regulatory restrictions.

B Direct Cross-Strait Marine Transport Set for Mid-December

Direct marine transportation between Taiwan and Mainland China will be
inaugurated on December 15. The service will be governed by criteria for the
qualification of direct cross-strait shippers, and examination standards, as set forth in
the Regulations Governing the Approval and Administration of Direct Cross-Strait Sea
Transport Between the Taiwan Area and the Mainland Area, which has been recently
revised by the Ministry of Transportation and Communications (MOTC) in order to
implement the Cross-Strait Sea Transport Agreement that was signed during the
second Chiang-Chen Meeting.

The MOTC notes that under the consensus reached by the two sides, shippers that
operate a direct cross-strait marine passenger or cargo service must have capital from
Taiwan or Mainland China (either as a sole proprietorship or joint venture); their ships
must be registered in Taiwan, China, or Hong Kong, or be ships registered under flags
of convenience (foreign-registered ships operated with capital from Taiwan or China)
that engaged in shipping between Taiwan and China from offshore shipping centers,
in indirect container transportation, or gravel shipping prior to implementation of the

Regulations. Ships registered under flags of convenience that engaged in other types
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of cross-strait transportation must obtain permission from the MOTC before sailing
directly between ports in Taiwan and China. The Regulations also stipulate that the
MOTC may decide to issue permits based on market needs and shipping capacity.

To facilitate the inauguration of direct sea transportation across the Taiwan Strait,
the MOTC issued an announcement on October 7 authorizing the harbor bureaus of

Keelung, Taichung, Kaohsiung, and Hualien to handle related application procedures.

B Auxiliary Securities Services Opened to Futures Firms

The Financial Supervisory Commission (FSC) has promulgated a new set of
"Regulations Governing the Operation of Securities Introducing Broker Business by
Commission Merchants"; by opening the auxiliary securities trading business to futures
companies, the new rules mean that futures firms and securities firms will be able to
cooperate in recruiting clients and accepting orders for each other.

The FSC pointed out that since existing regulations already allow domestic securities
firms to engage in futures introducing brokerage services, the decision to open the
auxiliary securities trading business to futures firms was made in the interest of balancing
the development of the securities and futures businesses by expanding the business
scope, and revenue sources, of futures companies. Futures firms that apply to operate
auxiliary securities services must engage purely in futures brokerage; the new rules will
not apply to futures firms that engage in the securities brokerage business as well.

The scope of auxiliary securities services in which futures firms may engage includes

the recruitment of investors to engage in securities trading; the acceptance of account

opening of investors on behalf of securities firms; the acceptance of orders for securities
trading for investors, and delivery of those orders to securities firms for execution;
notification of investors to carry out settlements on behalf of securities firms; and other
businesses approved by the competent authority.

A futures company may be commissioned by one or more securities firms, and a
securities firm may commission one or more mandating securities introducing brokers.
After a securities broker signs a contract with each mandating securities introducing
broker, before engaging in the mandated business it must deposit a settlement and
clearing fund and a settlement fund of NT$3 million each with the Taiwan Stock
Exchange and the GreTai Securities Market. Prior to engaging in the securities
introducing business, the futures firm must open an account and deposit an operation
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bond of NT10 million. Branch offices of the futures firm that wish to engage in the

securities introducing broker business have to put up a bond of NT$5 million.

Once a futures firm undertakes such a commission, the commissioning securities
company must bear joint liability for damages caused to investors through the
handling of the relevant business.

B Trial Non-intrusive Inspection of Container Goods to Start Next
March

To speed up customs clearance and advance trade facilitation, the Ministry of
Finance (MOF) has announced new "Operating Guidelines for the Trial Non-intrusive
Inspection of Container Goods" that allow non-intrusive inspection of import and
export goods. Under this system, containers (or goods) will be scanned by machine,
producing an image that can be used to distinguish any abnormality inside. The new
operation will begin next March, on a six-month trial basis, at Keelung, Taichung, and
Kaohsiung harbors.

The Directorate General of Customs points out that the use of non-intrusive
inspection will save on container shipping costs and reduce the possibility of damage
to cargo during the moving process; it will also shorten the time needed to clear
customs, thus heightening administrative efficiency. The scope of the new inspection
procedure will encompass single, large units of cargo such as big items of imported
furniture, with the machines being able to directly detect anything that might be hidden
in them. Non-intrusive inspection will not be used, however, with containers holding a
large variety of items.

In practice, the non-intrusive inspection of containers can be carried out during
either the manifest or declaration phases. In the manifest phase, when the shipper
receives notification from Customs that non-intrusive inspection has been approved
for import, transshipment, or transit containers or goods (CX), the shipper can take
the notification together with the goods to be inspected to a designated non-intrusive
inspection station at an assigned time. Customs notes that once the non-intrusive
inspection is completed during the manifest phase and no anomaly has been found, in
principle the goods will not need to undergo non-intrusive inspection again during the

declaration phase. This will shorten the time needed to clear customs.
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B Chung Hsing Village to be Transformed into High-Level
Research Park

To revitalize industrial development in central Taiwan, the Executive Yuan has given
its stamp of approval for the transformation of Chung Hsing Village (the historic site of the
Taiwan Provincial Government) into a knowledge-based economy and innovation R&D
base. The preparatory office for the proposed park was established on November 21,
and research agencies will begin moving in next year. Besides creating more jobs and
stimulating local economic development, the transformation of Chung Hsing Village will
promote R&D and innovation, the preservation of cultural resources, and the formation of
an eco-city.

The National Science Council (NSC) pointed out that the Chung Hsing Village High-
Level Research Park will cover an area of 275 hectares and will focus on environmental
sustainability with an equal emphasis on living, ecology, and R&D. The northern section
of the park will be planned as a flagship technology R&D zone, the southern section as a
forward-looking strategic technology R&D zone, and the central section as a residential
zone for international-class research personnel. Under the precondition of maintaining
the existing urban fabric, some of the buildings with historic significance will be preserved,
along with the street grid and neighborhood pattern, so that the entire park will exhibit a
spatial environment with an urban face and good quality of living. P

B Taiwan and China to Establish Counterpart Travel Officess

Travel relations across the Taiwan Strait are about to take a major step forward.
Under the conditions of the "Cross-Strait Agreement on Travel to Taiwan by Mainland
Residents" that was signed in June last year (2008), the Taiwan Strait Tourism
Association (for the Taiwan side) and the Cross-Straits Tourism Exchange Association
(for the China side) simultaneously submitted applications to set up travel offices
in China and Taiwan, respectively, on October 20. These travel offices should bring
improved travel quality and stimulate the continued growth of tourist travel.

The Tourism Bureau reported that a total of 680,000 Chinese residents visited

Taiwan in the first 9 months of this year, for a growth of 207% over the same period of
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2008, and that with such intensive travel across the Taiwan Strait, the time is ripe for
the establishment of reciprocal travel offices. The Taiwan Strait Tourism Association
plans to set up its first office in mainland China, in Beijing, in early February next year.
It will initially have a staff of 10 persons.

According to the Tourism Bureau, its Beijing office will work aggressively to market
Taiwan as a tourist destination and expand the Chinese market for Taiwan tourism. In
addition, the office will help Taiwanese travelers deal with issues encountered while

traveling in China and will establish an emergency management mechanism as well.

B New Zealanders Allowed to Stay in Taiwan 90 Days, Visa-free

The period of visa-free stays in Taiwan for citizens of New Zealand has been
extended to 90 days, up from the original 30 days, effective on November 30. The
Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA) announced the extension recently, expected it to
help bringing more international travelers to Taiwan and invigorate the island"s tourism
industry.

MOFA noted that New Zealand, following the examples of UK and Ireland, has
announced that holders of Taiwan passports may enter New Zealand visa-free for
stays of up to 3 months, as long as the purpose of their stay is not to work. This new
measure, which also took effect on November 30, makes it easier for Taiwanese
citizens to travel to New Zealand for tourism, visiting relatives, doing business, making
inspection tours, or undertaking short-term (3-month) study, and thus is expected
to increase the number of Taiwanese people visiting that country. MOFA cautioned,
however, that this visa-free rule does not apply to overseas Taiwanese who hold a
Taiwanese passport but have no Taiwanese ID number.

The move to extend the period of visa-free stay for New Zealanders is based on
the principle of reciprocity and the desire to give Taiwan"s tourism industry a boost.
MOFA noted that from now on, travel and other exchanges between Taiwan and New

Zealand will be more convenient than ever.
