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Abstract

The decoupling of CO, emissions and economic growth has already become
a performance indicator for examining advanced countries’ greenhouse gas
reduction and sustainable energy development policies. As defined by the OECD
in 2002, decoupling means breaking the linkage between environmental pollution
and economic growth. The decoupling indicator measures the imbalance between
the two growth rates during a certain period. The lower the value of the indicator,
the better. When the decoupling indicator has been converted into a decoupling
factor (1 — decoupling indicator), the higher the value of the factor the better.
Using the latest international decoupling indicators for Taiwan'’s statistics and
conducting empirical analysis, this study makes the following findings: (1) Using
the OECD decoupling factor measurement (with the preceding year as the base
year), it finds that 2000 was a watershed year, with coupling evident up to that
year and negative coupling appearing from 2000 onward, showing that Taiwan’s
overall economic performance had been decoupled from CO, emission. (2)In the
13 years from 1991 to 2003, Taiwan on average displayed a weak decoupling
phenomenon, with the industrial sector first showing an increase in connectivity
before changing to a weak decoupling. (3) The different coupling indicators utilize
different bases of estimation and produce slight variance of results, but have
differing significance and need to be carefully interpreted to avoid misleading
policy direction.

B Free Trade Zone Project Builds Com-
petitiveness

When a shipping container passes
through Taiwan, the simple processing of its
contents before transshipment increases its
value to the island three-fold; and, if the
contents undergo deep processing, the value
skyrockets 11-fold. Taiwan is perfectly posi-
tioned to develop this kind of value-added
transshipment, since it is separated from
seven major cities of the Western Pacific by
an average flying time of just two hours and
55 minutes, and from five major Asia-Pacific
harbors by an average sailing time of only
53 hours.

When the liberalization of the world
economy led production and marketing to
transcend national borders, mainland China,
located just across the Strait from Taiwan,
used its cheap labor and massive consumer
market to develop into the world’s factory
and a global market, striking a blow at the
international deployment of low-cost manu-
facturing. In response the government of
Taiwan decided, after careful evaluation, to
promote the establishment of free trade

zones that can bring together overseas

low-level manufacturing with the island’s
own development of key parts and compo-
nents, thereby reinforcing the strategic plan-
ning power of domestic enterprises and cre-
ating new competitiveness for them in global
operations.

Free trade zones take advantage of the
“within national territory, but outside the
customs territory” concept to carry out the
liberalization of trade administration and use
logistics to power manufacturing via the
simplification of customs procedures, the
provision of tax incentives, and the conven-
ient inward and outward flow of personnel
and funds. The goal is to create a better op-
erating environment and pursue greater trade
opportunities for manufacturers.

With simplified customs procedures,
goods must be reported but need not clear
customs. This saves time and reduces the
amount of inventory, eliminates the need for
customs bonding and rebates, and provides
greater flexibility in the use of funds. At the
Port of Taipei, for example, the Tonglit Lo-
gistics Co. carries out deep processing that
combines cheap parts and components from
neighboring countries with high-quality
parts and components from Taiwan and, us-

ing the convenience provided by the free
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trade zone, exports the resulting assembled
automobiles immediately to markets all over
the world. In addition to preserving opportu-
nities for Taiwan’s auto parts industry to de-
velop, this also strengthens the global com-
petitiveness of the island’s auto industry.

Other reasons for companies to move
into free trade zones, in addition to conven-
ient customs procedures, include flexible
sources of goods and an alien-worker quota
up to four times that outside the FTZs. Yet
another attraction is that, with the exception
of illegal and prohibited items, goods from
mainland China may be brought into the
zones freely and without tariff. If such goods
are processed into products that may be im-
ported into Taiwan, they can even be passed
through customs and sold on the domestic
market. This is what enticed appliance-
maker Great Yen Electric Food Grinder Co.,
which had subcontracted production to
mainland China because of cost considera-
tions, and the I-Mei Foods Co., which had
set up a factory in the mainland, to return to
Taiwan.

FTZs can also serve as powerful market-
development tools for international enterprises.
The Taoyuan Air Cargo Park/Free Trade
Zone has broken through the restrictions of
the aviation control area, offering the con-

venient flow of personnel and funds as well

as the advantage of streamlined procedures.
This makes it the perfect choice for compa-
nies dealing in electronics and other
high-value-added products, for which speed
is of the essence, as well as for express par-
cel companies.

In the future, Taiwan’s industries will
be transformed in the direction of R&D, lo-
gistics, and high value, and the government
hopes that its FTZ plan will help facilitate
this transformation by creating win-win op-
portunities for enterprises and the economy
as they work together to create industry
clusters and boost the island’s economy to

new heights of achievement.

Taiwan’s Free Trade Zones
B Keelung Free Trade Zone

Abundant Sources of Goods Favor Interna-
tional Logistics

e Locational Advantages

Keelung is located in the northernmost
corner of Taiwan and is the largest natural
harbor in that part of the island, facing the
Pacific Ocean to the north and protected by
Keelung and Heping islands. Situated at the
hub of trans-Pacific and Asian navigation
routes, it serves as a major port of call for
coastal shipping and an important entrepot

port for oceanic routes. The harbor boasts
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seven access roads, some of which connect
to Freeways 1 and 3 (the Sun Yat-sen and the
Second Freeways) to provide convenient
transportation to Taipei and points south, as
well as a convenient network of roads for
intra-harbor transport. The harbor is about
60 kilometers — an hour or so by high-
way — from the Chiang Kai-shek Interna-
tional Airport.

e Industrial Development and Special Features

Keelung Port is situated close to the po-
litical, economic, and consumption center of
northern Taiwan, where more than half of
the entire island’s supplies of goods are
concentrated. It is also in near proximity to
container terminals as well as the large in-
dustrial zones at Dawulun, Rueifang, and
Lioudu, making it a perfect location for the

development of international logistics.
e Prospects

West Wharfs 2 through 4 will be planned,
in the long term, as a special zone for direct
shipping across the Taiwan Strait in line with
the opening of direct cross-strait links and
with the development of Keelung City’s
harbor commercial district project. The
docks at West Wharfs 27 through 33 will
maintain their present function of handling
bulk cargo and petroleum, while their shore

areas will be developed for international lo-
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gistics and container terminal functions.
Most of the companies currently operating in
the area are shipping, freight forwarding,
and logistics firms, and the Yang Ming Corp.,
Yes Logistics Corp., Evermore Logistic Co.,
United Logistics International Corp., and
Wan Hai Lines Ltd. have applied to set
themselves up within the FTZ. In the future,
companies operating in the FTZ will be en-
couraged to bring their strategic partners in

as well, so as to build up industry clusters.

B Taipei Free Trade Zone

Building an Automobile Logistics Center

e Locational Advantages

The Taipei FTZ is located just south of
the Danshuei River estuary on Taiwan’s
north coast, adjacent to the Taiwan Strait. It
is 34 nautical miles from Keelung Port to the
east, 87 nautical miles from Taichung Port to
the south, and 134 nautical miles from
Fuzhou Harbor on the coast of mainland
China to the west. The port encompasses a

total area of 3,102 hectares, making it five
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times the size of Keelung Port. It features a
vast hinterland, an adequate water depth,
proximity to the Taipei metropolitan area,
abundant supplies of cargo, and a closeness
to the Chiang Kai-shek International Airport
(just 20 kilometers) that makes joint sea-air
shipping highly convenient. The port still
has land for lease in its first, second, and

third bulk cargo centers.
e Industrial Development and Special Features

The Port of Taipei is located near to four
large industrial zones at Tucheng, Wugu,
Linkou, and Shulin, where industrial devel-
opments are focused on machinery, metal
manufacturing, plastic products, power gen-

eration, and electronics.
e Prospects

The Tonglit Logistics Co. has applied to
set up operations in the Port of Taipei, where
it will provide warehousing for imported
automobiles and serve as a depot for the fi-
nal preparation and transshipping of new
automobiles. Tonglit will hopefully attract
other related enterprises into the FTZ, turn-
ing the Port of Taipei into Taiwan’s biggest
import and export depot for the automobile

industry.

Zone

Adding Value to High-Value-Added Industries

e Locational Advantages

The Chiang Kai-shek International Air-
port in Taoyuan is the gateway to Taiwan. It
is situated at the crossroads of Northeast and
Southeast Asian flight routes, and offers an
average flying time to seven major
Asia-Pacific cities of just two hours and 55
minutes. The Taoyuan Air Cargo Park Free
Trade Zone covers an area of approximately
45 hectares at the eastern edge of the airport.
One of its most notable features is a dedi-
cated linking roadway to the aircraft aprons,
crossing over Nankan Stream and Provincial
Highway 4 to connect to the apron control
area. In the future, this road will be like an
umbilical cord that makes the air cargo park
a virtual extension of the airport control area
and heighten its overall land-use value. En-
terprises that move into the park will be able
to make use of its advantageous positioning
to save land shipping time and shorten proc-
essing time for import, export, and trans-

shipped goods. It will also allow interna-
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tional express parcel companies to deliver

goods to other destinations quickly.
e Industrial Development and Special Features

The Taoyuan Air Cargo Park Free Trade
Zone is one of the largest projects involving
private investment in infrastructure that are
being carried out in Taiwan today. This
staged project covers a very large area of
land and calls for an investment of more
than NT$20 billion. The first stage was
completed at the end of 2005, with formal
operation beginning on Jan. 1, 2006. The
entire air cargo park is to be completed by
Dec. 31, 2018. The park is divided into two
parts, a general cargo park and a free trade
zone, and will have a cargo terminal, ware-
house and office building, value-added park,
and distribution and logistics centers. Access
by a dedicated linking roadway will greatly
reduce the time required for goods to clear
customs.

The Taoyuan Air Cargo Park FTZ is near
to the Hsinchu Science Park, Linkou Indus-
trial Zone, Jhongli Industrial Zone, Guanyin
Industrial Zone, and Wugu Industrial Zone,
and will offer services to handle the import
and export of raw materials and finished
products for the different industrial zones as
well as related logistics and value-added

services.

e Prospects

In the future, the Taoyuan Air Cargo
Park FTZ will work with the Keelung FTZ
and Taipei FTZ to make full use of its geo-
graphic advantage through the sea/air joint-
shipping supply-chain operating model, and
will attract high-value-added parts and
IT-linked industries. It will become one of
the few FTZs in the world that are able to
integrate the five functions of air cargo, dis-
tribution, adding of value, logistics, and
warehousing; and, in this way, it will be able
to manifest the key logistical role that
Taiwan plays in East Asia. When the FTZ is
fully operational, it will be able to handle 1.2
million tons of cargo annually; its value-
added park will provide 25,000 jobs, and
will generate a production value of NT$800

billion a year.

Cargo Handling, Warehousing & Trans-
shipment, Processing — “Three in One”

e [ocational Advantages
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Taichung Port is situated in the middle
of Taiwan and is connected with Cing-
cyuangang International Airport by an ex-
pressway, making it highly convenient for
sea/air joint shipment. It is also situated at
the midway point on the Shanghai-Hong
Kong shipping route, and is close to all the
harbors on mainland China’s southeastern
coast. This puts Taichung Port in an excel-
lent position to serve direct shipping be-
tween Taiwan and China, once such shipping
is instituted. The harbor covers a total of
3,760 hectares, giving it vast sea and land
areas as well as a powerful potential for de-
velopment as a regional re-export processing

and logistics center.

e Industrial Development and Special Features

The Taichung FTZ, which began oper-
ating on Oct. 31, 2005, is close to the
Taichung Harbor Export Processing Zone,
Taichung Harbor Industrial Zone, Changhua
Coastal Industrial Zone, Central Taiwan
Science Park, Taichung Industrial Park,
Machinery Technology Industrial Park, and
Tanzih Export Processing Zone, which to-
gether produce a regional cluster effect. The
Taichung FTZ offers storage, reassembly,
and simple processing, making it a repack-
aging and distribution center, regional

re-export processing center, and logistics
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support center that can greatly add to the

value of goods.

e Prospects

The Taichung FTZ will use the advan-
tageous industrial positioning of Taichung
Harbor and the tax preferences, “within na-
tional territory, but outside the customs ter-
ritory” status, free flow of capital, and busi-
ness activities of the FTZ to develop
in-depth value-added operations that will
help enterprises within the harbor area to
upgrade from domestic to international lo-
gistics with three integrated functions: cargo
handling, warehousing and transshipment,

and processing.

e [ocational Advantages

Kaohsiung Port is Taiwan’s biggest in-
ternational harbor, with a large surface area
and a vast hinterland, moderate weather, and
a long, narrow sandbank just offshore to
serve as a natural breakwater. This fine
natural harbor enjoys a geographic position
at the hub of shipping routes through the
Taiwan Strait and the Bashi Channel. It is
also an essential point on American, European,
and Asian navigation routes—unparalleled
conditions that make Kaohsiung the fore-
most gateway and cargo hub for Taiwan’s
imports and exports.

Kaohsiung Port’s container terminals 1
through 5 are within the scope of the
397.69-hectare FTZ, which began operating
in January 2005. On its eastern side, the
Siaogang International Airport provides an
international link for both passengers and air
cargo. The container terminals of the FTZ
are just two kilometers from the freeway and
three from the airport. Convenient land
transportation links are provided by Provin-
cial Highway 17, the Sun Yat-sen Freeway,

National Expressway 10, and Freeway 3.

e Industrial Development and Special Features

The Kaohsiung FTZ offers the follow-
ing advantages:

1. Vast areas of adjoining land, providing
opportunities for achieving a multiplier
effect through cooperation.

2. Repackaging, processing, and other value-
added functions can be expanded in com-
bination with the offshore shipping center
and logistics center mechanisms.

3. With privatization, dock operations offer
high-efficiency, low-cost, and high-quality

services.

The industrial areas of southern Taiwan
that are close to Kaohsiung Port include
those of Kaohsiung County, Tainan County,
Tainan City, Pingtung County, and Taitung
County.

Following the establishment of the
Kaohsiung FTZ, the volume of cargo han-
dled in the harbor area is steadily increasing,
and eight enterprises have already moved in:
Kaochun Stevedoring, Eastern Media Inter-
national, Cargo Distribution International
Taiwan, Lien Hai Terminal & Stevedoring,
Hanjin Taiwan Logistics, Wan Hai Lines,
American President Lines, and Trade-Van
Information Services. Because they can
carry out two-level deep processing there,
linked industries are able to upgrade their
industrial structure; and, by taking advantage
of Kaohsiung Port’s advantageous position,
enterprises can also strengthen the competi-

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Competitive Advantages

B To Win Markets, First Grasp Oppor-
tunities

In early October of 2005, just as north-
ern Taiwan was entering the autumn season,
an automotive logistics center established at
a cost of NT$400 million by the Tonglit Lo-
gistics Co. began operating in the Taipei
FTZ—the first FTZ enterprise at the Port of
Taipei. Tonglit’s employees were not able to
let up on the work at hand despite the blaz-
ing sun; they quickly assembled auto parts
into components, and then loaded them in
special metal crates for shipment abroad.

After becoming an FTZ enterprise,
Tonglit Logistics operates under the “within
national territory, but outside the customs
territory” system and needs only to submit
reports but not clear customs, allowing it to
assemble auto parts and components imme-
diately and deliver them at once. This opera-
tion is not only fast, but also reduces inven-
tory risk. Automotive companies can con-
tract with Tonglit to import auto parts and
components and then re-export them without
having to bother with customs clearance.
Before the advent of FTZs, companies en-
gaged in this type of operation had to carry
out customs bonding and tariff rebate pro-
cedures; and customs would not rebate tar-

iffs of 5% or lower, resulting in higher costs
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in terms of both time and money. China
Motor, for instance, recorded parts exports
amounting to NT$15.8 billion in 2004; if it
had been able to contract processing out to
FTZ enterprises, the company would have
saved substantial amounts of time and cus-
toms bonding costs, and thus strengthened
its competitiveness.

A lot of companies will benefit from
the privilege of reporting without clearing
customs. Because an airport is a control area,
importers of perishable goods in the past had
to hire trucks to transport the goods to the
nearest bonded warehouse, have the neces-
sary label attached, and then ship the goods
back to clear customs. In the future, the
Taoyuan Air Cargo Park FTZ’s refrigerated
warehouses will be able to affix the labels;
besides saving transportation costs, this will
also alleviate worries about the spoilage of
perishable goods that reach the store shelves
only 3-5 days after arrival. And it will no
longer be unthinkable for yogurt that arrives
from Paris today to be consumed today!

By the same token, a well-known ex-
press parcel delivery company has found
favor with the centralization of administra-
tive agencies in FTZs, which allows the
on-the-spot handling of goods and the
one-stop completion of all procedures, and

has quietly begun operating in the Taoyuan
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Air Cargo Park FTZ. What this company is
after is the lifeblood of the express parcel
industry-time.

Compared with mainland China and
Southeast Asia, which offer the advantages
of low labor and materials costs, Taiwan’s
FTZs offer flexibility of goods sources and
the highest quota of foreign workers. The
I-Mei Foods Co. has taken note of the possi-
bility of importing materials from mainland
China for processing and of having a foreign-
worker quota four times that outside the
FTZs (that is, up to 40% of the total work
force), and has decided, in consideration of
its own market base, to move into the
Taichung FTZ in the near future. Thomas M.
F. Yeh, vice chairperson of the Council for
Economic Planning and Development, notes
that when I-Mei

mainland China in the future, “If those

imports goods from
goods can be processed into goods that are
allowed to be imported into Taiwan, they can
be sold on the domestic market.”

Besides I-Mei, the Great Yen Electric
Food Grinder Co., which is well known for
the production of “Pineapple” brand vacuum
machines and juicing machines, has decided
to import parts for assembly in the Taoyuan
Air Cargo Park FTZ because of Taiwan’s
internationally acclaimed quality control and

potential for multiple-double-digit value-
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added profit. This not only allows the com-
pany to assure its quality, but also alleviates
concerns about the outflow of technology.
Furthermore, once the location of production
becomes Taiwan, product prices can be in-
creased.

Companies are moving into FTZs one
after another to make use of Taiwan’s
uniquely favorable geographic location as
well as the FTZs’ convenient customs pro-
cedures and opportunities to add value
through processing, and thereby to develop

their global competitive advantage.

Frequently Asked Questions

Q. Is it necessary to get the approval of the
Customs to transport goods between free
trade zones?

A. 1. Goods that are brought into an FTZ
from overseas and are then shipped
from the FTZ to an overseas destina-
tion or to another FTZ should first be
reported to the Customs and shipped
into or out of the FTZ after being filed
in the Customs computer system. (Ar-
ticle 17, Act for the Establishment and
Management of Free Trade Zones)

2. Containers (or goods) that are shipped
between FTZs or between FTZs and
the control areas of seaports or airports

should have their status monitored by

technological means or other monitor-
ing mechanisms.

3. For port areas that have not yet set up

monitoring mechanisms, customs-
clearance procedures must be followed.
(Article 6, Act for the Establishment
and Management of Free Trade Zones)

Q. Can “monthly collective reporting” be

used for the flow of goods into and out

of FTZs?

A. 1. For goods shipped between FTZs and
bonded areas, or from tariff-liable ar-
eas into FTZs, an FTZ enterprise may
use “monthly collective reporting” af-
ter receiving permission from the Cus-
toms.

2. For goods shipped from FTZs to tariff-
liable areas, “monthly collective
reporting” may be used only if the
goods conform to the relevant qualifi-
cations.

Q. Can FTZ enterprises contract processing

work out?

A. 1. According to Article 23 of the Act for
Establishment and Management of
Free Trade Zones, FTZ enterprises may,
after applying to and receiving permis-
sion from the Customs, ship tax-
exempt goods, machinery, or equip-
ment to tariff-liable areas for repair,

testing, or inspection without providing
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a tariff guarantee for such contracted
processing.

2. At the current time, manufacturers and
logistics companies may apply to con-
tract companies in tarift-liable areas to
carry out simple processing. In addi-
tion, those who receive special ap-
proval from the Free Trade Zone Co-
ordinating Committee may also con-
tract processing out.

3. Regulatory provisions for contracting
between FTZ enterprises and for FTZ
enterprises to take processing contracts
from enterprises outside the zones are

currently under planning.

Q. Are goods from mainland China allowed

to be brought into FTZs?

A. With the exception of products that are

prohibited or that arouse suspicion of
violating safety, environmental protec-
tion, or the national image, which require
prior approval from the agency in charge

of the target industry, goods may be
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brought into FTZs without restriction
from other laws or export/import regula-
tions. (Article 16 of the Act for Estab-
lishment and Management of Free Trade
Zones). In other words, according to this
regulation mainland Chinese goods may
enter FTZs.

Q. What convenience is provided for busi-

ness people entering and exiting FTZs?

A. 1. International business people (not in-

cluding those from mainland China)
may enter in accordance with regula-
tions governing ordinary (visitor or
resident) visas, visa-free entry, or
landing visas.

2. In cases of emergency, the FTZ man-
agement agency may relay an applica-
tion to the agency in charge for entry
on a “selective landing visa” within
seven working days.

(Refer to Article 32 of the Act for Estab-

lishment and Management of Free Trade

Zones.)
