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Abstract

Following the breakdown of the Doha Round talks in July 2006, the

strongly US-led advocacy for the establishment of a Free Trade Area of the
Asia-Pacific (FTAAP) under the framework of APEC can be said to have
created another variable of great impact on the international economic and
trade system.
The FTAAP proposal is closely and inseparably linked to the currently rising
ascendancy of regionalism, and is endowed with considerable strategic
importance as an alternative to the revived Doha Development Agenda
(DDA) in case the DDA ends in failure, and to address the after-effects of the
proliferation of FTAs within the Asia-Pacific region. This paper also examines
the economic effects of the FTAAP (with East Asian economic integration as
reference) and obstacles that need to be overcome, such as issues
pertaining to the rise of East Asian regionalism and APEC “open
regionalism.” The conclusion presents a detailed discussion of why the
outcome of the Doha Round talks and the attitude of the US should be key
factors in determining whether or not the FTAAP can succeed.

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B Government Earmarks NT$81.7 Billion

for Long-term Care Project

Responding to the ageing society, on
March 14 the Executive Yuan approved a
“Ten-Year Plan for Long-term Care in Tai-
wan” that calls for the government to invest
an estimated NT$81,735.66 million over the
decade-long period. With the single excep-
tion of the national pension program, this is
the island’s biggest social welfare plan ever.
In addition to a stable allocation from the
government budget, the program will also
bring in resources from the private sector to
help set up a long-term care system and
comprehensive community care network that
will stimulate surrounding industries to cre-

ate value and jobs.

The new plan was formulated with ref-
erence to a similar program that Japan insti-
tuted in 1994 and aims to construct a com-
plete system of in-home care, community
care, services provided by organizations,
transportation services, home services, me-
chanical aid devices, and long-term care
management needed to cope with the rapidly
ageing population. Taiwan’s aged population
topped 2.29 million to reach 10% of the
general population in early 2007, and the
figure is projected to exceed 13% in 2016.

The number of aged people needing some

sort of long-term care totaled 245,551 in
2007, and the number will soar to over
270,000 in 2010, 320,000 in 2015, and
400,000 in 2020. The plan stresses the use of
a non-profit social-care model in providing
long-term care for the aged, paid for with
general tax receipts. For the longer term, the
feasibility of using long-term care insurance

will be considered.

The services envisioned under the plan
will be aimed at four groups of people who
need help in their daily lives because of re-
duced abilities: ordinary people over 65, in-
digenous peoples in mountain areas aged
over 55, handicapped people over 50, and
old people who live alone and need help
with the “instrumental activities of daily liv-
ing.” Services provided will include care
services, in-home nursing services, in-home
rehabilitation, the purchase and lease of
mechanical aids, improvement on in-home
barrier-free environment, respiratory ser-
vices, transportation, organizational -care,
and nutritious meals. For the general public,
subsidies will be provided on the principle of
payment for the utilization of services. For
the old and infirm, reasonable care services
will be provided according to the extent of
infirmity and the economic condition of the
family; extent of infirmity will be divided

into three degrees—light, moderate, and
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severe—and the amount of subsidy will be
greater as the severity of infirmity increases.
A person using services paid for by the sub-
sidy may be responsible for partial payment
of the cost, with the amount of the partial
payment being determined by the economic
condition of the infirm person. If the total
income of the family involved is less than
1.5 times the minimum cost of living as es-
tablished by law, the government subsidy
will cover the entire cost of the services; if
total family income equals 1.5 to 2.5 times
the minimum cost of living, the subsidy will
cover 90% of the cost (with the infirm per-
son making a 10% partial payment); for
others, the subsidy will cover 60% of the

cost.

Legislative Updates

B Urban Renewal Act Revision Makes

Projects Easier to Implement

On March 21, the president promul-
gated a revision of Article 25-1 of the Urban
Renewal Act to read as follows, with the
change italicized: “Using the method of joint
construction agreement to apply for imple-

mentation of an urban renewal business, if

26

the agreement of all the owners of land and
legal buildings cannot be obtained in accor-
dance with paragraph 1 of Article 25 of the
Act, on the condition that the owners of over
80% of the area of land and floor area of
legal buildings within the renewal area have
agreed, the joint construction agreement
method can still be adopted. The owners of
the rest of the land and buildings who do not
want to participate in the joint-construction
agreement are allowed to use the right
transformation method to implement the re-
newal project or to sell their land and build-
ings to the implementer under a purchasing
agreement. If such an agreement cannot be
reached, the implementer may submit the
terms of the joint construction agreement
and the purchasing agreement, a report of
the negotiating process and other related
documents, pre-paying the compensation
amount of the compulsory purchase, and
apply for a compulsory purchase imple-
mented by the municipal (city)/county au-
thority. Thereafter, the implementer may
purchase the land and buildings.” The origi-
nal requirement for agreement by four-fifths
of the owners of land and legal buildings in
the renewal area has been dropped. http://law.

B President Signs IP Court Organic

Act and IP Case Proceeding Act
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The president promulgated the new In-
tellectual Property Court Organic Act and IP
Case Proceeding Act on March 28. The Ju-
dicial Yuan will set the dates for implemen-

tation of the new laws.

In accordance with the provisions of
the 45 articles of the IP Court Organic Act,
the IP Court will judge IP-related civil,
criminal, and administrative cases. First civil
trial proceedings and simple administrative
trial proceedings will be heard by a single
judge, while civil and criminal appeals, ob-
jection proceedings, and normal administra-

tive cases will be heard by three judges.

The location of the IP Court will be
determined by the Judicial Yuan, with
branches set up where necessitated by geog-
raphy and number of cases. The court will be
headed by a chief judge, who will be in
charge of all related administrative matters.
The number of hearing rooms in the court
will be determined by need, with a head
judge being appointed for each. Public de-
fenders and technical investigators will be

appointed as well.

Deregulation Progress

B Subsidies Offered for Hiring of

Disabled Persons

The Bureau of Employment and Voca-
tional Training of the Council of Labor Af-
fairs announced a revision of the Subsidy
Guidelines for Job Redesign for the Disabled
on March 3, increasing the size of subsidies
to a maximum of NT$100,000 annually for
each disabled person hired. Employers will
no longer be limited to the previous maxi-
mum subsidy of NT$200,000 per year per
unit, and those that hire multiple disabled
persons will not have to worry about the
workplace improvements that may be re-
quired as a result. This will heighten em-

ployers’ willingness to hire the disabled.

Basically, “job redesign” means help-
ing the disabled get rid of obstacles they en-
counter in looking for jobs and offering them
the same rights as other workers. Types of
assistance offered in this respect include im-
provement of the workplace environment,

improvement of work facilities and equip-
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ments, provision of working aids, improve-
ment of working conditions, and adjustment
of working methods. To broaden the scope
of assistance available, the revised Guide-
lines add sign-language interpretation and
vision assistance to the subsidy provisions.
They also add organizations contracted or
subsidized by the government to provide
in-home employment services, public voca-
tional training institutions, and institutions
that are contracted by the government to
provide training for the physically and men-
tally impaired to the list of organizations that
may apply for subsidies for disabled train-

B Government Revises Express Im-
migration Rules for Foreign Busi-

nesspeople

Immigration procedures at Taiwan’s
international airports became faster for for-
eign businesspeople when a revision of the
Operational Regulations Governing Speedy
Immigration Inspection and Clearance of
Foreign Businesspeople took effect on

March 15. The Regulations make express
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immigration available to four categories of
foreign business people: those who have in-
vested at least NT$50 million in Taiwan,
executives or managers of foreign-invested
businesses or multinationals in Taiwan who
are posted to the island, those who are em-
ployed by local businesses as executives or
managers, and those who have made contri-
butions to Taiwan’s economy. Such qualified
people must be recommended by the local
chamber of commerce to which they belong
and examined by the Ministry of Economic
Affairs (MOEA); qualified individuals who
are not recommended by a chamber of
commerce may apply directly to the MOEA.
Approved businesspeople who are listed on
the National Immigration Agency’s website
(www.immigration.gov.tw) have access to
express immigration counters at interna-
tional airports. They may also take accom-
panying spouses and lineal descendants with
them when clearing immigration through the

express counters.

The MOEA transmits the list of ap-
proved foreign businesspeople to the Na-
tional Immigration Agency over the Internet,
and the agency then sends the list to immi-
gration offices at international airports. Ap-
proved businesspeople can download their
data from the Internet, and present it with

their passports when clearing immigration.
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The period of approval is one year, and the
original approval may not be extended;
when the year is up, the businessperson must
be recommended or apply again to the
MOEA. Approval may be revoked for per-
sons who violate local laws or become ineli-

gible for other reasons.

B Government Outsources Management

of Civil Service Retirement Fund

As a result of a selection process an-
nounced on March 24, the government will
outsource the management of the civil ser-
vice retirement fund to six institutions which
will take NT$4 billion each under manage-
ment for a total of NT$24 billion. The six
winners, which will manage the funds for
three years, are Prudential Financial, PCA
Securities Investment Trust Co. Ltd., HSBC
Investment (Taiwan Limited), The Capital
Group, Fuhwa Securities Investment Trust,
and Fubon Asset Management. The First
Commercial Bank will serve as custodian of
the funds.

The management committee of the
civil service retirement fund notes that out-

sourcing of fund management is carried out,
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in accordance with relevant regulations, for
investment in securities with relatively high
levels of risk and specialization. The aim is
to achieve the goals of reduced risk, profes-
sional management, enhanced efficiency,
and increased income.

B Wireless Broadband Access Business

Liberalized

On March 30, the National Communi-
cations Commission (NCC) announced the
Regulations Governing the Wireless Broad-
band Access Business, new rules designed to
stimulate the development of the wireless
broadband business and transform Taiwan
into a mobile information society. The NCC
will draw up plans for the release of wireless
broadband access licenses so as to give the
access to diversified

island’s  people

high-speed mobile access services and
strengthen the global competitiveness of the
nation’s wireless broadband industry. The
NCC plans to accept applications for li-
censes in April and May, and to complete
examination and bidding for the licenses in
June.

The NCC will issue six licenses by re-
gion, three for the southern Taiwan and three
for the north. License areas will be deline-

ated according to economic scale as deter-
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mined by population distribution and num-
ber of Internet subscribers. The northern area
includes the western part of the island from
Miaoli northward, as well as Yilan in the east
and the offshore Matsu islands. The southern
area is made up of Taichung and counties to
the south, as well as Taitung and Hualien in
the east and the offshore islands of Kinmen
and the Penghus. For the frequencies used,
90MHz will be allocated from the
2.5-2.69GHz range. The NCC reports that to
make room for new entrants, two of the li-
censes will be reserved for competing teams
that do not operate other Type I telecommu-
nications businesses and will be limited to
the use of IEEE 802.16e (WiMAX mobile)
technology. The Executive Yuan is encour-
aging
M-Taiwan broadband demonstration project

companies participating in the
to compete for licenses, and is hoping that
50% of the equipment they use will be lo-
cally made. If there is no winner for these
two reserved licenses, they may be opened
to existing operators. The other four licenses

will carry no technology restrictions.

Since wireless broadband access is an
emerging industry, its technology is still
evolving, standards are still lacking for
commercialized equipment, and commercial
operating models are still being tested. With

the exception of the requirement for inter-
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connectivity, consumer protection, and
communications supervision, which will be
handled in accordance with general rules for
similar industries, more liberal rules will be
adopted for this new business in regard to
operating thresholds and conditions. The
minimum paid-in capital for each operator in

each area is set at NT$1 billion.

Free Trade Zone Updates

B Taoyuan Air Cargo Park FTZ Inau-
gurates Monthly Reporting System

The monthly reporting system at the
Taoyuan Air Cargo Park FTZ went into for-
mal operation in April, following the com-
pletion of testing, bringing greater flexibility
to the flow of goods between free trade
zones and other areas. This reduces costs for
operators and provides a more convenient

and efficient reporting mechanism.

The Ministry of Finance has worked
out supporting measures for the free trade
zone monthly reporting system with refer-
ence to similar systems in export processing
zones, science parks, and logistics centers in
order to facilitate more convenient customs

clearance for goods being shipped between
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free trade zones and tax-liable areas and
other tax-bonded areas. At the same time,
necessary changes have been made to the
Regulations Governing Customs Clearance
for Goods in Free Trade Zones. Business
operations as well as hardware and software
involved in the installation of the operating
system for monthly reporting at the Taoyuan
Air Cargo Park FTZ have been completed,
and joint testing by the Customs, the Civil
Aviation Administration, business operators,
and the Trade-Van Information Services Co.
has been carried out. Taipei Customs has set
up a single window contact point for the new
monthly reporting system, and the Civil
Aviation Administration also provides online
system services and a dedicated mailbox so
as to assure the smooth operation of the new

mechanism.

Under the guidelines for the review of
applications by major FTZ manufacturing
enterprises for help in bringing in foreign
workers, issued on April 4 by the Free Trade
Zone Coordinating Committee of the Execu-
tive Yuan via Jing Sie Zih Document No.
0960000606, the free trade zone enterprises
of major manufacturing investment projects

may apply to bring in foreign workers.

“Major investment projects” wishing to
do this must meet the following conditions:
(1) Non-traditional manufacturing industries:
investment in basic metals refining, inte-
grated circuit wafers, Thin Film Transistor-
(TFT-LCDs),

plasma displays (excepting module assem-

Liquid Crystal Displays
bly), or photomasks used in IC production.
The total investment must have reached at
least NT$1 billion, and investment in plant

and equipment must already have reached at
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least NT$500 million. (2) Traditional manu-
facturing industries: Industries not included
in the non-traditional manufacturing indus-
tries listed above in which investment has
already reached NT$50 million and invest-
ment in plant and equipment has already
reached NT$25 million. The amount of in-
vestment as mentioned above is calculated
by the real amount of investment (in land,
plant, equipment, and operating capital) in
three continuous years within four and a half
years prior to the date of application to the

FTZ management agency.

FTZ enterprises that apply to the man-
agement agency for inclusion on the list of
major manufacturing investments must sub-
mit the following documents along with
their application: (1) an application form for
assistance due to a shortage of labor by the
major investment project; (2) major invest-
ment project data sheet; (3) list of land, plant,
equipment, and machinery procured, along
with photocopies of supporting documents
and CPA certification; (5) for those listing
operating capital, method of calculating op-
erating capital and CPA certification docu-
ments; and (6) investment plan.

B Taiwan Ranks the 30th in Global

Tourism Competitiveness

The Travel & Tourism Competitiveness
Index announced recently for the first time
by the World Economic Forum (WEF) gives
Switzerland the first place in the ranking of
124 countries, with Austria coming in the
second and Germany third. Taiwan is the
30th. (See Table 1.)

As the United Nations World Tourism
Organization (WTO) and the World Travel
and Tourism Committee (WTTC) point out,
travel and tourism constitute the economic
sector that has accounted for the fastest
growth of foreign-exchange earnings and job
creation in recent years. The sector ac-
counted for 10.3% of global gross domestic
product (GDP) and 8.2% of worldwide em-
ployment in 2006. Travel and tourism also
have a positive indirect effect on develop-
ment by, for example, encouraging govern-
ments to improve roads, public transit sys-
tems and other infrastructure, and to pre-
serve the sustainability of the natural envi-

ronment.

In its rankings, the WEF uses 13 “pil-
lars” in three categories. The first category is
the regulatory framework: policy rules and

regulations, environmental regulation, safety
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and security, health and hygiene, and priori-
tization of travel and tourism. The second
category is business environment and infra-
structure: air transport infrastructure, ground
transport infrastructure, tourism infrastruc-
ture, ICT infrastructure, and price competi-
tiveness in the T&T industry. The third
category is human, cultural, and natural re-
sources: human resources, national tourism
perception, and natural and cultural re-

sources.

B Taiwan the Third in Asia, the 13th

in World in Networked Readiness

In the “Networked Readiness Index”
which the World Economic Forum (WEF)
released on March 28 as part of The Global
Information Technology Report 2006-2007,

Denmark and Sweden rank the first and the
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second, respectively, while Taiwan takes the
13th place. In Asia, Taiwan’s ranking is the
third, behind only Singapore and Hong Kong.
(See Table 2.)

The Networked Readiness Index
measures the degree of a country’s prepara-
tion to participate in and benefit from infor-
mation technology. The index is made up of
three component indexes which assess the
ICT environment which a country offers, the
level of ICT readiness and propensity of the
country’s three main stakeholders (individu-
als, businesses, and the government), and the

actual usage of ICT by these three stake-
holders.

A total of 122 economies throughout
the world were surveyed for The Global In-
formation Technology Report 2006-2007,
seven more than for the previous report.
