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B Major Improvement in Business Software
Pirating in Taiwan

The eighth survey of global software
piracy carried out by the International Plan-
ning and Research Corp. (IPR) on behalf of
the Business Software Alliance (BSA) shows
that the rate of software piracy in Taiwan
dropped 29 percentage points from 1994 to
2002, providing an index of the success of the
government’s efforts to protect intellectual
property rights (see Table). The survey cov-
ered six major regions around the world and
involved 26 categories of business software.

On receiving this news the Intellectual
Property Office (IPO) of the Ministry of Eco-
nomic Affairs pointed out that IPR protection
is an established policy of the government, and
that the acts and regulations governing IPR,
including copyrights, patents, and trademarks,
have been revised as part of Taiwan’s effort to
join the World Trade Organization (WTO).
The work of revision is continuing in line with
the latest developments in the World Intellec-
tual Property Organization (WIPO) with the
aim of bringing Taiwan’s [PR regulation into
line with the international community as
quickly as possible. In addition to revising
the Optical Disk Management Statute and
strengthening the investigation of underground

optical disk factories and night markets in
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order to carry through with domestic en-
forcement and border control measures, the
Integrated Enforcement Task Force was estab-
lished on Jan. 1, 2003 and the related police
manpower was increased to 220 officers to
boost the effectiveness of joint strikes on piracy
together with the Joint Optical Disk Enforcement
Task Force and Anti-counterfeiting Committee.

The TPO pointed out that to ensure the
use of legal computer software by government
agencies, government spending on software
soared from NT$2.9 billion in 2000 to NT$4.8
billion in 2001, for a growth of 65%. With
government agencies adhering to the policy of
protecting IPR, budgets for this purpose can be
expected to continue expanding.

The TPO emphasized that the govern-
ment and the public will work continuously on
the existing foundation to carry through with

IPR protection measures in the interest of
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building up a more comprehensive environ-
ment for IPR protection.

Legislative Updates

B New Securitization Act to Revitalize
Real Estate Market

A new Act for the Securitization of
Real Estate, passed by the Legislative Yuan
during an extraordinary session on July 9
and promulgated by the President on July 23,
is expected to inject new energy into Tai-
wan’s long-languishing real estate market.
Drafts of subsidiary regulations are to be
completed by the Ministry of Finance before
the end of August; following discussion by
government officials, scholars, and experts,
these subsidiary regulations are expected to
complete the legislative process and be
promulgated by the end of November.

According to the Council for Economic
Planning and Development (CEPD), which
was responsible for negotiating the formula-
tion of the draft securitization act, the act has
been formulated in reference to the experi-
ences of countries such as the United States
and Japan, to introduce real estate invest-

ment and property securitization systems
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into Taiwan and heighten the liquidity of real
estate, revitalize the real estate market, and
bring greater diversity to the securities market.
The CEPD believes that on the macroeco-
nomic level, the act will stimulate economic
growth and promote employment through the
linking effect. In terms of fiscal affairs, it can
increase the government’s tax revenues by
increasing income from the house tax, land
tax, income tax, and business tax, and reduce
unemployment payments at the same time.
In terms of the market, it will satisfy the
needs of investors and combine the real estate
market with the capital market. And in terms
of management, it will set up a solid legal
system that will strengthen administration of
the real estate and securities markets, protect
the investing public, and achieve the goals of
“popularization of capital, securitization of
property rights, and professionalization of
operations.”

The CEPD believes that with the new
act, investors will be able to participate in
large real estate investment projects using just
a small amount of their own capital, while
trustee companies will use their professional
skills to choose the right real estate for the
investors and then manage or dispose of it for
them. Real estate agents, for their part, will be
able to raise capital from the public to obtain

the huge amounts of money that they need
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for real estate development. It is estimated
that over the 10 years beginning in 2003, this
activity will contribute 0.4% to 0.6% to eco-
nomic growth annually. For the full text of the

B Financial Supervisory Commission
Operation Set for July 1, 2004

On July 10 the Legislative Yuan passed
the Organizational Act for the Executive
Yuan’s Financial Supervision and Manage-
ment Commission, which was promulgated
by the president on July 23. The act provides
for the establishment of the Executive Yuan’s
Commission for Financial Supervision and
Administration, which is to start operating
on July 1 next year (2004). Following are
descriptions of the proposed commission’s
organization and its functions:

1. Organizational independence: The
committee will be an unbiased financial
market monitoring unit directly subordinate
to the Executive Yuan, with subordinate
banking, securities and futures, insurance,
and investigation bureaus responsible for
Taiwan’s banking, bills, securities, futures, and
derivatives markets, as well as the insurance
market and its clearing system. The new com-

mission will absorb the financial investigation

authority of the Finance Ministry’s Bureau of
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Monetary Affairs, Central Bank, and Central
Deposit Insurance Corp. in regard to the
banking industry; the financial investigation
authority of the Securities and Futures
Commission in regard to the securities in-
dustry; and the financial investigation au-
thority of the Finance Ministry’s Department
of Insurance. The responsibilities of the
Ministry of Finance will be simplified to
taxation alone, the Securities and Futures
Commission will be transformed into a se-
curities and futures bureau of the new
commission, and the Department of Insur-
ance will become the new commission’s
insurance bureau. The new organization will
also set up an investigation bureau to fill the
needs of financial supervision and investiga-
tion.

2. Independent functioning: The new
commission will execute its authority inde-
pendently. Its members will have defined
terms of office, and its joint consultation sys-
tem and assured term of service will boost the
comprehensiveness of policy formation. The
commissioners will be recommended by the
Premier and appointed by the President; they
will serve full time, and will be educated and
experienced in law, economics, finance, taxa-
tion, accounting, or management. Members
of no single political party will make up

more than one-third of the membership, and
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during their period of appointment the
members will not be allowed to engage in
political activity. The commission will be
able to make decisions only if at least
two-thirds of all members are present, and if
more than half of those present agree.

3. Transparent operation: Explana-
tions of serious punishments meted out by
the commission for legal violations by finan-
cial institutions will be announced at the ap-
propriate time. Commissioners and those who
assist in the handling of cases should with-
draw from cases in which they or persons
having a material relationship with them are
involved.

4. Quasi-investigative authority: To
protect the interests of depositors, investors,
and the insured, the commission and its sub-
ordinate agencies will be given the authority
to ask, when necessary, that persons under
investigation be notified to present them-
selves at a designated place for interrogation.
In cases that involve suspicion of financial
crime, the commission will be able, with the
permission of the prosecutorial authorities,
to ask the court to issue a search warrant
which it can use to enter, together with the
judicial police, places where the accused
keeps accounts, documents, electronic data,
and other materials to search for evidence.

5. Use of a government budget and
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establishment of a financial supervision
management fund to cover the commis-
sion’s expenses and enhance its monitor-
ing performance: To strengthen agreement
with and participation in the financial supervi-
sion system by financial institutions, and thus

reduce resistance to its work, in reference to

' the fact that financial authorities in England,

the U.S., and other advanced countries collect
supervision and investigation fees from finan-
cial institutions, the commission will be able to
exact annual fees from the institutions under
supervision.

A total of nine subsidiary regulations
are being revised in coordination with the
enactment of the financial supervision regu-
lations.

B Agricultural Finance Act Improves
Community-level Financial System

To resolve the problem of unsound
operation and overdue loans by the credit
departments of farmers’ and fishermen’s
associations, an extraordinary session of the
Executive Yuan passed the Agricultural Fi-
nance Act, as formulated by the Council of
Agriculture (COA), on July 10. The main
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points of the new act, which was promul-
gated by the President on July 23, include
the following:

1. It calls for the establishment of a na-
tional agricultural bank with a capitalization
of NT$20 billion. The maximum ratio of
government shareholding will be 49%, and
beginning after the third year of the bank’s
establishment the ratio will be gradually re-
duced to no more than 20%. The bank will
take over the financing of major agriculture
development projects and special govern-
ment agricultural projects. Farmers’ and
fishermen’s associations will not be able to
transfer the shares that they own in the bank
without permission from the COA.

2. The competent authorities for the
Agricultural Finance Act will be the COA at
the central-government level, and county
and city governments at the local level.

3. Participation in insurance through
the Central Deposit Insurance Corp. will be
compulsory for agricultural financial institu-
tions. The COA should entrust the financial
supervisory or investigation institution of the
Ministry of Finance with the monitoring of
their business operations.

4. The national agricultural bank’s in-
dependent directors and supervisors will be
professional financial personnel chosen by
the COA, and will be appointed by the board

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of directors for terms of four years. Each
credit department will have a director who
meets qualifications set by the COA, and
who will be appointed following approval by
the competent authority.

5. The scope of business of the credit
departments of farmers’ and fishermen’s as-
sociations will be expanded to encompass
deposits and loans, domestic remittances, safe
deposit boxes, agency for town and township
treasuries, and business commissioned by the
national agricultural bank. The COA will be
able to readjust the business items and scope
of credit departments, however, according to
their operating performance and internal
controls. If a credit department has unsound
operation, if its accumulated losses exceed
one-third of its net worth for the first half of
the year, or if its non-performing loan ratio
exceeds 15%, its operations will be rectified
by a task force set up by the COA and the
national agricultural bank to provide guidance
for a period not to exceed three years. If the
credit department still does not improve,
the COA will revoke the authority of its
executive director, its directors and super-
visors, and its representative persons, and
may order its merger with the credit de-
partment of another farmers’ or fishermen’s
association.

B Ceilings Abolished for QFIIs Invest-
ment in Taiwan Stock Market

The Ministry of Finance moved to carry
through with its policy of financial liberaliza-
tion by announcing, on July 7, a two-stage
abolishment of restrictions on investment in
the Taiwan stock market by qualified foreign
institutional investors (QFIIs). Two days later
the ministry announced the implementation
of first-stage measures, including the fol-
lowing:

1. The US$3 billion ceiling on invest-
ment by QFIIs is eliminated, and QFIIs no

longer need to apply for a quota when ap-

plying to invest in the domestic stock market.

QFIls that have received permission to in-
vest in the domestic stock market are no
longer limited to the originally approved
USS$3 billion in funds remitted into or out of
Taiwan.

2. The requirement that QFIIs must
remit funds into Taiwan within two years of
approval is abolished.

3. QFII requirements regarding scale of
assets (US$100 million, or US$50 million
for stock brokers) are abolished, and QFII
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qualification is now determined by profes-
sional status alone.

4. Under the principle of “once approved,
always valid,” QFIlIs that have received ap-
proval to invest in the Taiwan stock market,
and those that are approved in the future, will
have to submit no further applications.

The Securities and Futures Commis-
sion will implement the second stage of the
relaxation at the end of this year. This stage
will include the following measures:

1. Qualification reviews of QFIIs are
abolished and the existing system of foreign
investment in the domestic stock market is
expanded to encompass two categories of
foreign investor, offshore natural persons
and offshore investment institutions. There is
no longer a ceiling on investment by institu-
tional investors.

2. Procedures for foreign investment in
domestic stocks are simplified. In the future,
the application system for foreign invest-
ment coming into Taiwan will be even sim-
pler than the existing application and permit
system.

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B QFII’s Allowed to Deal in the Stock
Lending Market

To stimulate the diversified development
of Taiwan’s financial market, the Executive
Yuan promulgated a revision of the Regula-
tions Governing Overseas Chinese and For-
eign Investment in the Stock Market on June
27. The main points of the revision, which be-
came effective on June 29, are as follows:

1. Foreign qualified institutional inves-
tors (QFIIs) may now participate in the stock
lending market, a measure which will help
attract more foreign investment to Taiwan.

2. The requirements that overseas Chi-
nese and foreign investors are limited to
open only one New Taiwan Dollar account
in Taiwan, and that the proxy memorandum
which they supply to stock brokers must be
in written form, are abolished. This measure
simplifies trading procedures for foreign in-
vestors and lowers their transaction costs.

3. There will be an overall implemen-
tation of the “three-in-one account” system
(meaning that overseas depository receipt
reverse transaction accounts, overseas con-
vertible corporate bond conversion accounts,
and overseas stock selling accounts will be
combined into a general investment account),
and the requirement that foreign investors
must submit CPA-audited annual financial

statements is cancelled.

B Finance Ministry Opens Cross-Straits
Reinsurance Business

The Ministry of Finance moved to
meet the needs of Taiwan’s insurance indus-
try development by revising the Regulations
Governing Insurance Business Relations be-
tween Taiwan and Mainland China to open up
the cross-straits reinsurance business. Insur-
ance companies in Taiwan are allowed to en-
gage in the reinsurance business with
mainland Chinese insurance companies and
their overseas branches, branches and sub-
sidiaries set up in mainland China by insur-
ance companies in Taiwan, and branches of
foreign insurance companies in China. Overseas
branches of Taiwan insurance companies will
also be allowed to engage in the reinsurance
business with branches of foreign insurance
companies in China, as well as Chinese insur-
ance companies and their overseas branches.

The revision also stipulates that insur-
ance agents, brokers, and notaries will be al-
lowed to set up offices in mainland China to
handle insurance-related surveys, the collec-
tion of insurance-related information, and

related liaison work.
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This new relaxation follows the opening
of the establishment of offices in mainland
China by Taiwan insurance companies in
March 2000 and their establishment of
branches and subsidiaries in the mainland in
August 2002. Statistics compiled by the Min-
istry of Finance show that so far, 14 Tai-
wanese insurance companies have opened 11
offices in the mainland. For the full text of
the Regulations, please visit this website:

Industry Updates

B More Multinationals Establish Re-

gional R&D Centers in Taiwan

More multinational enterprises are tak-
ing note of Taiwan’s strong R&D and manu-
facturing capabilities, and have announced
the establishment of regional R&D centers on
the island. These include the following:

1. Hewlett Packard, United States:
HP is setting up its only product development
center in the Asia-Pacific region in Taiwan,
and will bring in top R&D personnel from
Singapore, Japan, mainland China, and Cu-
pertino in Silicon Valley. The new center will
pinpoint forward-looking information prod-
ucts with development potential and will

bring in the latest product development
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software and hardware technology, and will
link Taiwan with the world in terms of
product design, specification setting, and
project management.

2. Dell, U.S.: Dell is setting up a R&D
center in Taiwan primarily for the develop-
ment of next-generation computer products
including notebook computers, portable mo-
bile products, and servers. Its product de-
velopment strategy encompasses the expan-
sion of design and delivery capability, utili-
zation of the exchange of professional tech-
nology between Taiwanese suppliers and
foreign experts, and upgrading of the tech-
nological level of Dell and its Taiwanese
suppliers. The R&D center will be estab-
lished in three stages; the first stage will fo-
cus on procedural training and the develop-
ment of core design and delivery methods,
while stages 2 and 3 will concentrate on the
upgrading of the center’s technological
standards and the transfer of Dell’s design
method and process improvement know-how
to its Taiwanese suppliers.

3. Becker Avionics, Germany: Becker
has announced that it will set up its avionics
certification technology and core module
development center, as well as its first Asian
R&D center, in Taiwan. The company will
transfer R&D tasks from its headquarters to

Taiwan and, in combination with the
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strengths of the island’s semiconductor,
electronics, PCB, and display industries, will
develop the next-generation glass cockpit
technology. It will also bring this technology
into the everyday lives of the people by
adapting it to vehicles and boats; and, under
Becker-brand certification, it will be mar-
keted to the world.

4. AIXTRON Manufacturing Ori-
ented Research Lab, Germany: AIXTRON
is a leading world supplier of MOCVD sys-
tem applications. Because of Taiwan’s No.1
position in the application of MOCVD sys-
tems, AIXTRON has announced that it will
establish its first Asian high-level R&D
center in Taiwan and, through close coop-
eration with the island’s academic and re-
search institutions, and optoelectronics and
semiconductor industries, will carry out the
development of R&D manpower and R&D
exchange; it will also provide help with the
development of domestic semiconductor
production process technology, optoelectron-
ics components, and high-frequency, high
efficiency electronic components.

5. Sony, Japan: Sony has announced the

establishment of the Sony Design & Engineering
Center Taiwan (DECT). The company will
set up in Taiwan its global design, technology,
sales, and manufacturing headquarters for
information appliances, wireless multimedia,
and consumer electronic products. Sony’s
mapping out of a blueprint for its digital
broadband age will incorporate the “Greater
Taiwan” concept, and the technological level
of the island as a global supplier and domestic
supplier will be upgraded. Sony has also
announced the establishment of an innovation
L.SI and module design development center in
Taiwan. Sony hopes to use its new R&D cen-
ter in combination with Taiwan’s outstanding
capability in semiconductor R&D and manu-
facturing to expand and upgrade the level of
the island’s technology in the core areas of
optical science, image processing, and
high-density packaging.

According to information from the De-
partment of Industrial Technology, Ministry
of Economic Affairs, a number of other en-
terprises, including IBM, Microsoft, and
Pericom, are negotiating for the establish-

ment of R&D centers in Taiwan.
