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Jh Urban and Regional Development Statistics ‘

Explanatory Notes

1. In order to provide useful information for urban and regional planning and research, the
Department of National Spatial Planning and Development for National Development Council
has prepared Urban and Regional Development Statistics by governmental jurisdictions.
It contains eight categories: (1) Population; (2) Education; (3) Employment; (4)Land; (5)
Conservation and Tourism Development; (6) Quality of Life and Development; (7) Household
Income and Expenditure and (8) Government Finances.

2. The statistics consist of two parts: Part | lists development indicators and Part Il lists detailed
statistics. The indicators are selected from statistical data. In each of the eight categories, at
least one indicator is chosen. The indicators provide a summary of all pertinent data and offer a
simple and clear picture of urban development conditions for a wide audience.

3. The statistics are grouped by 4 different levels. They are:
"Taiwan Area and Fuchien Province," "Region," "County or City" and "Major City or Town."

Taiwan area:

includes the northern region, the central region, the southern region and the eastern region.
Fuchien Province:

includes Kinmen and Lienchiang counties.
The Northern Region:

includes Taipei, New Taipei, Keelung , Hsinchu and Taoyuan Cities, and Hsinchu and Yilan

counties.
The Central Region:

includes Taichung City, and Miaoli, Changhua, Nantou and Yunlin Counties.
The Southern Region:

includes Kaohsiung, Tainan and Chiayi Cities, and Chiayi, Pingtung and Penghu Counties.
The Eastern Region:

includes Hualien and Taitung Counties.
Major City and Town:

refers to county-administered city or town with a population of at least 50,000 at the end of

2020. There are 39 of them. The following abbreviations are used:

R.:Region C.:County T.:Township

4. Since the restructuring was carried out on December 25, 2010:
(1) Taipei County was elevated to "New Taipei City."
(2) Taichung County and City were consolidated as "Taichung City."
(3) Kaohsiung County and City were consolidated as "Kaohsiung City."
(4) Tainan County and City were consolidated as "Tainan City."
Since the restructuring was carried out on December 25, 2014:
Taoyuan County was elevated to "Taoyuan City."

5. The statistics of the year (2008-2018) include the data of Taiwan area and Fuchien Province; the
statistics before 2007 include the data of Taiwan area only.

6. Some statistics at the level of "Major City and Town" are not available. For instance, statistics on
family income and expenditure are available only at the level of "County or City." Moreover, some
items such as water pollution are presented not by administrative area but on a river by river
basis.

7. All statistics contained in this publication are taken either from annual reports of various related
agencies or from special surveys. The data which are based on the annual reports are updated
t0 2020, but the figures taken from the special surveys are the latest available.

8. Some figures which appeared in the previous editions have been revised.

9. The symbol "-" stands for "data not available.”
