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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to examine the directions and
dimensions of current plans of reinventing government in Taiwan, through
the combination of theories and practices. In addition, through the above
dialogues and discussions, we address the specific suggestions for
implementing administrative reform and describe the vision of future
government in Taiwan. Specifically, the purpose of the study is:

1. to analyze the common trends and characteristics of global
movement on reinventing government.

2. to describe the current directions and dimensions of reinventing
government in Taiwan.

3. to clarify the current directions and important issues of reinventing
government in Taiwan.

4. through the combination of theories and practices, to describe the ideal
blueprint of reinventing government in Taiwan and to build a
Taiwanese Dream of future government.
