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Abstract

It is often best to be a small country, which must be able to adapt to
world development trends. Two of the main such trends at present are
globalization and the equalization of world factor prices. To avoid being
marginalized, Taiwan should focus on the increasingly knowledge-based
production of goods that developing countries are unable to produce, as
well as improving its non-tradable goods sector. It also needs to place
emphasis on speeding up infrastructural development and optimizing
industrial clustering, while at the same time developing industries that

support a knowledge-based economy and enhance the quality of life.
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Abstract

Population aging and the baby bust are two of the most important
challenges facing mankind in the 21% century. In Taiwan, a striking
demographic transition has taken place as the post-war baby boom has
rapidly transformed into a baby bust, causing a continuous decline in the
rate of population increase. Such a marked fall in the population growth
rate is bound to affect future economic growth. Moreover, this trend will
be exacerbated by the growing number of elderly people and the need to
provide social welfare programs for their benefit. The author believes that
the government should address this problem by immediately taking such
pro-birth measures as covering medical treatments for infertility under
health insurance; doubling maternity benefit payments for soldiers, civil
servants, teachers, laborers, and farmers; subsidizing the tuition fees,
school-lunch payments, and health insurance premiums of children from
middle- and low-income households; and raising income tax deductions for
households supporting children below the age of ten.

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Abstract

This article uses Taiwan's science linkage index for U.S. patents
awarded in 2000, 2002, and 2003 to explain the low linkage between
Taiwan's scientific research and technology development. This result is
due largely to the academic orientation of R&D output at universities, which
bears little relation to the development of industrial technology. Another
reason is that the bulk of industrial R&D expenditure in Taiwan is aimed at
improvements in industrial (manufacturing) processing, and few
manufacturers are engaged in R&D with high science linkages. The low
linkage between Taiwan’s scientific research and technology development
has been likened to a “Valley of Death.” In order to correct this situation,
the government is attempting to build an intermediary mechanism that will
promote a beneficial and mutually reinforcing interaction between scientific

research activity and the development of new technology.
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B CEPD Proposes Using Forex Reserves

to Stimulate Investment

The Council for Economic Planning
and Development (CEPD) completed the
drafting of a program in the mid-May for the
use of foreign exchange to stimulate invest-
ment, which has won the approval in princi-
ple of Premier Yu Shyi-kun. Related agen-
cies have been asked to map out implemen-
tation measures within one month.

Key points of the CEPD draft include
the following:

1. A subsidy will be provided to pay part of
the loan interest for the purchase of ma-
chinery that is no longer, or can not be
found, in Taiwan.

2. The “00-66-88” program for land in in-
dustrial zones, which offers free rental of
land for the first two years, a 40% reduc-
tion on rental for the third and fourth
years, and a 20% reduction for the fifth
and sixth years, will be expanded.

3. Investment in strategic service industries
will be encouraged under the CEPD’s
Service Industry Development Framework
and Action Plan (refer to Issue 39 of this
publication for details).

4. Measures will be formulated to encourage

enterprises to invest in India, Eastern
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Europe, and other emerging markets so as
to diversify risk.

5. The difference between fund raising con-
ditions at home and overseas will be less-
ened, the issuance of NT Dollar or foreign
currency bonds in Taiwan by foreign
companies will be encouraged, and prac-
ticable methods of promoting the issuance
of TDRs in Taiwan by foreign companies
will be worked out.

6. The CEPD and the Public Construction
Commission will plan a control and in-
centive mechanism to expand private par-
ticipation in infrastructure projects.

7. The promotion of mergers between finan-
cial institutions will be stepped up so as to
enhance the operating efficiency, and the
feasibility of revising acts related to the
Banking Act will be studied with the aim
of expanding bank financing and breaking
through quota restrictions on corporate

loans from banks.

Legislative Updates

B Financial Institutions Merger Act Revised
to Speed Up Bad Debt Liquidation

On Apr. 28 the Executive Yuan ap-
proved a draft revision of the Financial In-
stitutions Merger Act, proposed by the Min-
istry of Finance (MOF), adding clarity to the
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scope of the commissioned auctioning of
real estate by impartial third parties en-
trusted by the courts and providing a legal
basis for the collection of fees. The aim of
the draft revision, which has been sent to the
Legislative Yuan for deliberation, is to
smooth the merger of financial institutions.
The data show that since the Financial
Institutions Merger Act was implemented in
December 2000, it has provided a favorable
legal environment for mergers and has es-
tablished a mechanism for asset management
companies to purchase and dispose of bad
debt from financial institutions. By the end
of March 2004 the number of financial in-
stitutions involved in mergers (including
banks, community financial institutions, se-
curities houses, and insurance companies)
had reached 75, and asset management
companies had purchased a total of more
than NT$450 billion in bad debt. In addition,
the courts had commissioned an impartial
third party to handle the more than 2,100
cases of trial real estate auctioning; proceeds
from the auctions reached approximately
NT$13.5 billion, allowing the recovery of
almost 70% of the bad debt involved. These
figures show that the Financial Institutions
Merger Act is fulfilling the functions of
bringing about financial industry consolida-

tion and accelerating the liquidation of bad

Deregulation Progress

B MOF Loosens Restrictions on Foreign

Investment in the Capital Market

On May 17 the Ministry of Finance
(MOF) announced that four deregulation
measures would by carried out within two
months to further relax restrictions on for-
eign investment in Taiwan’s capital market.

The four measures are as follows:

1. Permission for domestic financial institu-
tions to grant provisional NT Dollar fi-
nancing to foreign investors to facilitate
trading settlement (already effective on
May 21%).

2. Relaxation of participation in the futures
market by foreign investors with the addi-
tion of two types of trading, purchase of

call options and sale of put options.

3. Relaxation of the outward remittance of
capital gains from short sales by foreign
investors, so as to facilitate the deploy-

ment of capital.

4. Offshore institutional investors will no longer
need approval from the Foreign Exchange

Department of the Central Bank of China
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for investments in domestic stock

markets.

The MOF notes that this is a new wave
of liberalization following the cancellation
of all qualification examinations for quali-
fied foreign institutional investors (QFIIs),
and that it symbolizes the government’s de-
termination to reinforce the island’s invest-
ment environment. The ministry will con-
tinue carrying out reforms, including expan-
sion of the scale of the capital market, pro-
motion of a corporate governance system
that conforms to international trends, plan-
ning for the establishment of a centralized
securities settlement system, planning for the
exercise of shareholder rights via communi-
cation methods, establishment of a new-
generation computer transaction system, de-
velopment of futures options and other new
futures products, and expansion of the scale
of the futures market.

B Taichung and Keelung to Join Offshore

Transsipment Business

To facilitate cargo shipping across the
Strait, the Ministry of Transportation and
Communications (MOTC) agreed on May

13 to open two more offshore transshipment
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ports from Kaohsiung Harbor to include
Taichung and Keelung harbors.

At the same time, an announcement
was made that ships carrying the flags of
foreign countries will be able to dock at
harbors in Taiwan and mainland China dur-
ing a single voyage, and will be able to load
export and import cargo from mainland
China and third areas, without having to pass
through a harbor in third area. However, the
carrying of Taiwan cargo bound for the
mainland, and of mainland cargo bound for
Taiwan, will remain banned. Shipping be-
tween Taichung Harbor and mainland Chi-
nese harbors via east-west shipping routes
will, for the time being, remained banned as
well, and ships will have to travel from
Taichung to Fuzhou or Xiamen harbors in
the mainland by sailing either north or south.

The MOTC stress that if the mainland
Chinese authorities agree to relax related
restrictions in the future, then the operations
of the Offshore Transshipment Centers will
be expanded to include the entry of goods
from the centers into Taiwan.

This latest deregulation follows a simi-
lar expansion, announced on Oct. 31, 2001,
of the function and business scope of Off-
shore Transshipment Centers. A ship sailing

from Kaohsiung to Shanghai, to cite just one
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example, will be able to save 16-27 hours of

sailing time under the new rules.

The newly announced liberalization
has drawn an enthusiastic response from the
corporate sector, with numerous domestic
and foreign shipping companies, including
Evergreen Marine, APL of the United States,
and Maersk of Denmark, applying for per-
mission to sail from Kaohsiung Harbor to
mainland Chinese harbors (Yantian, Shang-
hai, Ningbo, and others) other than Fuzhou
and Xiamen, and actually inaugurating
routes. The first cargo ship to use Keelung
harbor’s offshore transshipment center for
Shanghai was inaugurated on May 25. The
cargo ship belongs to the German shipping

company Hamburg Sud.

B Further Relaxation of Travel to Taiwan

by Mainland Chinese Tourists

The Mainland Affairs Council passed a
draft revision of the Regulations Governing
Permission for People from the Area of
Mainland China to Enter Taiwan for Tourist
Activities, removing the requirement that
Class 3 mainland citizens visiting Taiwan
must enter and depart from the island in a
group. Such tourists will now be allowed to
enter and depart separately; however, data on
entry, exit, and overstays must still be re-

ported to the competent authority. The revi-
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sion will be promulgated by the Ministry of
the Interior.

The draft revision also changes the ban
on changing travel itineraries, but states that
travel agents have an obligation to report any
such changes. Violators will be punished in
accordance with the severity of their violation.

“Class 3” people from mainland China
refers to mainland Chinese who are studying
abroad or who hold permanent residency
abroad, or have lived abroad (including in
Hong Kong and Macao) for at least four
years and hold work permits, as well as their

spouses and lineal family members.

Industry Updates

B Companies Rush into Kaohsiung Free
Port

At a promotional seminar held in
Kaohsiung on May 14, 10 shippers and other
shipping-related operators signed letters of
intent to move into the Kaohsiung Free Port
Zone. The enthusiasm of the signers, which
included Yang Ming Marine, Taiwan Hanjin
Logistics Co., Ltd., Lien Hai Terminal &
Stevedoring Co., Ltd., China Container Ter-
minal Corporation, Yes Logistics, Trust Lo-
gistics Corp., Asia Pacific Container Inc.,
Kaofeng Container Terminal Co., Ltd., Unitop
Corporation, Pacific Star Group, indicated

that prospects for the free port are bright.
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The plan formulated by the Kaohsiung
Harbor Bureau and National Tax Admini-
stration of Kaohsiung City calls for the sub-
mission of applications for establishment
within the free port to begin in the third
quarter of this year and for review of the ap-
plications to be completed in the fourth
quarter. Kaohsiung Free Port is to begin op-

erating in January 2005.

B Infinite Opportunities from Taipei
Port’s First Container Center

Ground was broken on May 6 for con-
struction of the first container center at the
Port of Taipei, which is aimed at reinforcing
Taiwan’s global logistics capabilities. This
container center, the first to be built on the
BOT (build-operate-transfer) model, will
relieve operators of the approximately
US$200 million cost of shipping containers
by land from northern Taiwan to the south,
and will attract companies to set up high-
value-added international logistics centers.

The container center is being built on
commission from the Ministry of Transpor-
tation and Communications by a special
company, which was organized by three
large shipping firms: Evergreen Marine, Hon
Hai Lines, and Yangming Marine. Invest-
ment in the facility will total approximately
NT$20.3 billion, including seven container

wharfs and storage facilities. The first wharf
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is to be completed in March 2008, with the
remainder being finished successively up to
2014. The work will provide an estimated
20,000 jobs.

The Port of Taipei (which used to be

known as Danshuei Harbor) is located at the
mouth of the Danshuei River at the northern
tip of Taiwan, 34 nautical miles west of
Keelung Harbor, 87 nautical miles north of
Taichung Harbor, and 134 nautical miles
from Fuzhou Harbor in mainland China. The
area of Taipei Port reaches from the southern
edge of the Bali water treatment plant in the
north to the inshore waters at the mouth of
the Rueishukeng Stream in Linkou Township
to the south. It encompasses a total of 3,102
hectares. Taking the land and sea areas to-
gether, Taipei Port is eight times the size of
Keelung Harbor. The Bali-Wugu section of
an east-west expressway now under con-
struction will be completed in 2008, at
which time it will become possible to trans-
port containers from the port to the Taipei
metropolitan area via the expressway or to
link with Chiang Kai-shek International
Airport via the West Coast Highway, which
is currently being widened. This will make
Taipei Port an important hub for sea-air in-
termodal shipment. In line with the future
development of the new port, the Taipei

County Government plans to develop 1,138
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hectares in nearby Bali and Linkou into the
Port of Taipei Special Zone for logistics,
shipping, warehousing, conference, recrea-
tion, and hotel facilities. An enthusiastic re-
sponse has already been aroused among lo-
gistics, recreational, and tourist boat opera-
tors. The Port of Taipei Special Zone plan is
under review by the Area Plan Committee,
Ministry of the Interior.

B European Suggestions Draw a Positive
Response from the Administrative Sector

In mid-May the Council for Economic
Planning and Development (CEPD) invited
representatives from related ministries and
the European Chamber of Commerce Taipei
(ECCT) to discuss issues raised in the ECCT’s
2003-2004 Position Paper, and the follow-
ing major improvements have been made:

1. Provisions for corporate reorganization
and the Bankruptcy Act: The Judicial
Yuan has completed a draft revision of the
Bankruptcy Act, now under deliberation
in the Legislative Yuan, which will help
speed up the process of corporate reor-
ganizations and bankruptcies. The CEPD

is also actively studying the formulation
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of a single corporate reorganization and
bankruptcy bill, which is expected to be
completed by the end of the year.

2. Acceleration of immigration procedures
for holders of Alien Resident Certifi-
cates: On Sept. 15, 2003 the Ministry of
the Interior implemented the Operational
Regulations Governing Speedy Immigra-
tion Inspection and Clearance of Foreign
Businesspeople (http://www.immigration.
gov.tw/e-immig/eng/8.htm), which sub-
stantially speeds up the passage of foreign
business people through immigration.

3. Establishment of a clear tax explana-
tion mechanism: On Jan. 1, 2004, the
Ministry of Finance implemented the
Guidelines for Prior Tax Explanation, un-
der which investors who conform to the
stipulations may ask the ministry to pro-
vide a tax explanation for an investment
case within three months of application,
thereby lowering the risk of foreign in-
vestors encountering unexpected tax
burdens in Taiwan. (http:/www.cedi.

4. Establishment of a system for foreign
interns to work in Taiwan: The Invest-
ment Commission, Ministry of Economic

Affairs has given its approval on May 24
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for technology enterprises and R&D in-
stitutions to apply for foreign students in
university baccalaureate programs and
above (the original regulations allowed
only foreign master’s and Ph.D. candi-
dates) to work in Taiwan. Permission for
foreign managers’ children in university
and above to enter Taiwan for as interns
was also announced (for more details
check the website: www.moeaic.gov.tw/
9/91.asp), item #315.

5. Expansion of the scope of applicability
of Offshore Transshipment Centers:
The Ministry of Transportation and
Communications announced on May 13 to
open two more offshore transshipment
ports from Kaohsiung Harbor to include
Taichung and Keelung harbors (for more
details, see story in this issue).

6. Fake pharmaceuticals: The Legislative
Yuan passed a partial revision of the
Pharmaceutical Law on Mar. 30, greatly
increasing penalties for producers and
vendors of counterfeit pharmaceuticals,
and for repeat offenders (for more details,
please refer issue 40 of this publication).

During the coordination meeting Mr.

Dirk Sanger, chairman of the ECCT, thanked

the government for its response to the sug-

gestions and stated that his organization
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would continue raising suggestions in the
future. In response, the CEPD pointed out
that since it was named the window for co-
ordination between the various ministries
and foreign chambers of commerce in 1997,
it has worked to improve communication
between foreign business people and the
government and to help foreign companies
resolve investment problems. The ECCT is
urged to make full use of this channel to
communicate its ideas to the government.

B IMD: Taiwan’s Global Competitiveness
Jumps to 12" Place

According to the World Competitive-
ness Yearbook, 2004, released by the Swiss
organization International Institute for Man-
agement Development on May 4, Taiwan’s
competitiveness jumped to 12" place, up
five places from 2003 (see Table 1). Among
the 30 countries covered with populations of
more than 20 million, Taiwan’s competitive-
ness maintained its 2003 ranking at 4™ place
(see Table 2). This advancement of Taiwan’s
global competitiveness shows that the con-
certed efforts of the island’s government and

people have won international recognition.

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B BERI: Taiwan’s Investment Environ-

ment is 3" in Asia, 5™ in World

According to the first business envi-
ronment ratings report of 2004 by Business
Risk Environment Intelligence (BERI) of
Switzerland, issued in April, Taiwan scored
72 in Profit Opportunity Recommendation
(POR) and ranked fifth among the 50 coun-
tries covered in the report, after Switzerland,
Singapore, Holland, and Japan. Among
Asian countries Taiwan ranked third, after
Singapore and Japan.

Taiwan’s business environment was
rated 1A in the latest BERI report, indicating
that it is a low-risk country that is suitable
for investment. The report pointed out that
following the presidential election, Taiwan’s
political risk situation will improve and its
operating conditions will remain stable. The
force that drove the 3.24% GNP growth in
2003 will continue in 2004 and, with the
10.1% growth in commerce and with in-
creasing domestic demand, the island’s GNP
is forecast to grow 4.74% this year. Orders
have increased rapidly in 2004, prompting
high-tech companies to boost production
capacity, and foreign exchange is expected
to remain stable because of Taiwan’s strong
fundamentals. BERI feels that Taiwan’s on-

going dialogue with mainland China reduces

the chance of war, and that the opening of
direct transportation links across the Taiwan
Straits will lead to a more rapid increase in
trade between the two sides. Taiwan’s fore-
cast investment environment score after one
year (in 2005) is up one point, to 73, giving
the island a world ranking of four. In five
years (2009) the investment environment is
expected to be even better, with a score of 74,
while global ranking slips back to five.

The BERI ranking is a compilation of
three subindexes: operations risk, political
risk, and remittance and repatriation factor.
